SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

April 4, 2006

 

 

1.     Call Meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. – Chair Henderson called the meeting to      order at 5:00pm with Selectperson Loretta Mikols, Selectman Wayne Hakala and Town Manager, Kim Sparks in attendance.
 
2.     Elect Chairman – Selectmen Hakala motioned and Chair Henderson seconded to appoint Loretta Mikols as chair.  
 
3.     Pledge of Allegiance – Recited the pledge of allegiance.
 
4.     Sign Warrant #13 ($35,953.11), and #14 ($14,595.61), for approval. 

        Kim explained to the Board that the Fire Chief had questioned the amount of his annual stipend.  Kim stated that Raymond said his officers suggested a raise and agreed to pay him $4,000 annually and Wayne had thought that the Selectmen had agreed to pay him $3,000 annually.  Kim explained that she went back through the minutes and listened to the Meeting tapes and that no amounts were mentioned - just the fact that it was agreed to give Raymond an increase in his stipend.  Chair Mikols asked if Fred could remember any part of the conversation.  Fred said he had no recollection and questioned why the Fire Department was setting Raymond’s wage and that it should be set by the Selectmen and at Town Meeting.  Selectman Hakala said he also looked back through his budget notes and found hand written notes stating a stipend of $3,000 but nothing official.  Kim suggested that Raymond be issued the full $1000 for this last quarter. 

 


Selectman Hakala motioned and Selectman Henderson seconded to pay Raymond Seames $1,000 for Jan.06-Mar.06.  Vote 3-0.  Motion passes.

 


Selectman Hakala motioned and Selectman Henderson seconded to approve Treasurer’s Warrant # 13 ($35,953.11), and #14 ($14,595.61).  Vote 3-0. Motion passes – Warrants signed.

 

5. 5.              Review minutes of March 21, 2006 – Selectman Hakala motioned and Selectmen Henderson seconded to approve the minutes of March 21, 2006 as presented.  Vote 3-0.  Motion passes.

Selectman Hakala motioned and Selectman Henderson seconded to approve the renewal application for a liquor license for the Cinnamon Stick Café.  Vote 3-0.  Selectmen signed the application.

8. 8.           Discuss Vehicle Weight Citation with Dave Fowler/Dube Drywall Inc.

Dave Fowler stated that he was building two houses up on Bear Lane and ordered drywall from Dube Drywall, Inc. and would request that the Selectmen consider waiving the citation.  

 

Selectman Hakala explained that the driver was aware of the road being posted and motioned to reduce the fine to $500.00. Selectman Henderson seconded the motion. Vote 3-0.  Motion passes.  Kim stated that she would mail an amended citation to Dube Drywall Inc. 

 

9. 9.           Discuss Dumping Area Near Piper Brook Lane

Selectman Hakala explained that he had noticed that people had been dumping garbage near Piper Brook Lane.  Selectman Henderson stated that he knew that had been a problem area in the past and there are several other areas in town as well.
