Waste Handling Guidelines      

G & W’s – Locke Mills Facility -  Transfer Station is open on Wednesdays and Saturdays from 8:00 am to 4:00 pm and on Sundays 8:00 am to 2:00 pm.  875-3770

G & W’s – Greenwood City Facility-  Brush Dump is open on Wednesdays, Saturdays, and Sundays from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm. 527-2102

Both facilities are closed all federal holidays.

Users must be full time or seasonal residents of Greenwood, Woodstock or Milton Plantation to use either facility.

A Greenwood & Woodstock Solid Waste Sticker is required to use either facility.  The sticker must be attached to the inside of the vehicle’s window and be visible from outside of the vehicle.

Materials accepted at the Transfer Station

    Household Trash – deposit in compactor

    Re-useable Materials – all serviceable items should be placed in the swap shop.

    Recyclable Materials 

· Corrugated cardboard – please break down and flatten all boxes. Do not include waxed cardboard (produce boxes)

· Brown Paper Bags – please make sure they are empty.

· Newsprint  & Magazines – including anything in the newspaper, junk mail, phone books, paperback books, all envelopes with or without windows. 

· Office/Computer Paper – white, colored, lined, notebook paper and adding machine tape (staples ok – do not include junk mail, carbon paper, construction paper, manila folder or envelopes).
· Non-Corrugated Cardboard – loose and flattened. Milk, juice, paper egg cartons, pasta, cereal, cracker, cookie, pudding, pizza, toothpaste boxes..etc.  Brown mailing envelopes manila folders, gift and shoeboxes, colored construction paper, wrapping paper (no ribbons or bows), greeting cards (no glitter), paper towel and toilet paper tubes. Do not include corrugated cardboard, food or plastic liners.

· Tin Cans – Rinse and remove label. Do not include aluminum or aerosol cans, metal utensils, or pots and pans.

· Aluminum – Rinse the following:  Soda and other beverage cans, Aluminum Pie plates and trays.  Aluminum pet food cans – check the label to make sure they are aluminum.  Foil is accepted but please make sure the foil is free from food and other contaminates.

· Glass – Clear, Brown and Green.  Remove caps and neck rings. Rinse clean.  Labels may be left on.  All colors can be recycled together. Do not include light bulbs, ceramic dishes, plates, mirrors, pyrex, drinking glasses or windshield glass.  

· Code # 2 Plastic Bottles and Jugs – Only recycle code #2 plastic containers that have a neck. Remove all caps, neck rings and pumps.  Rinse the following: Milk, water, juice, bleach, detergent, liquid dish detergent, shampoo, conditioner, antacid, laxative, windshield washer, and antifreeze bottles.  Do not include soda bottles; whip topping, margarine tubs, cottage cheese, or ice cream tubs.  NO TUBS even though they are CODE #2.

Transfer Station does accept residential asphalt shingles of any size shape or color, with tarpaper and nails.  Loads must be free of contamination such as wood, metal flashing, cans, paper, and other types of debris.  Commercial Asphalt roofing material, large amounts of demolition debris or brush are not accepted at either facility. 

Tires are accepted at the Transfer Station for a fee.  Fee is doubled for Tires on rims. 

Metal items, white goods and items consisting of mostly metal should be deposited in the scrap metal container. Items containing Freon are not accepted at either facility.

Materials accepted at the Brush Dump

   All leaves, yard, and garden waste should be placed in the Composting area.  No plastic bags. 

   All brush and untreated wood (under 6” inches in diameter) and untreated lumber should be   placed in the burn pit or storage area.  

Hours may be curtailed as necessary for burning.  Call 527-2102 during scheduled hours for more information.  

For disposal of propane tanks, automotive batteries or items containing refrigerants call West Paris Metal Recycling at 674-2100.

New Laws on Recycling Universal Waste  [image: image1.wmf]
The Maine legislature has passed laws that require homeowners to recycle most Universal   Wastes rather than dispose of them.  Mercury added products from households must be recycled starting 1/1/2005, and CRT’s must be recycled starting 1/1/2006.  Universal wastes are wastes that contain materials such as mercury, lead and other heavy metals, and are commonly found in homes, businesses and schools.  The list of universal wastes includes:

    
CRT’s  in computer monitors and TV’s.

Batteries -  Metal hydride, Ni-Cad, small sealed lead acid, lithium and mercuric and silver oxide button batteries.

Mercury switches and devices -  Fever and cooking thermometers, thermostats, weather barometers, old chest freezers, sump pump, gas pilot switches, auto hoods and trunk switches. 

Lamps  -  Fluorescent, neon, mercury vapor. Basically all light bulbs except an old-fashioned incandescent.

Universal wastes contain heavy metals, such as mercury and lead, that are harmful to our health and the environment.  Maine has fish consumption advisories due to mercury pollution.  CRTs are the largest source of lead in the waste stream today.  PCBs are known to cause cancer in humans.  Proper management protects all of us, our wildlife and our environment. 

If you have universal waste keep it separate from other trash and recyclables and ask for assistance from a Transfer Station attendant.
