Department Report:

1. Fire Dept. – Bill Grant explained that the Fire Dept. voted him the appointee for the Fire Chief. Maureen asked Don if they could wait about half hour. Don did not think this was a good idea. Don made a motion to appoint Bill Grant Fire Chief. The motion died due to lack of a second. Bill continued with a report of activity of the Fire Dept. There was discussion on a call that was made that ended up being a home that was condemned by the Code Enforcement officer. There will be updates on this situation to the board on a regular basis.(pause) Bill explained the Fire Dept Vote process consisted of which was a tie vote and the decision was made to call members that did not attend and get there vote and the vote ended up being for Bill by one vote. Bill asked if it would be all right for him to tone an emergency meeting of the Dept. tonight to explain what has happened the board was ok with that.
