The meeting adjourned at 6:50 to attend the Special Town Meeting and reconvened at 8:40 pm, with all Selectmen, Bob Trabona and Skip Stinson, legal counsel present.

New business: 

Request for information on protocol for complaints of slippery roads.  Action: protocol is to call Charlie Collins.  

The School Committee is again discussing the need for a generator, they would like our input as to town needs.    Action:  Selectmen reviewed the memo to Connie Brown from Theresa Lash on the generator options, and discussed with Bob, who talked with Greg, and decided to recommend option 2; a 20,000 watt generator from a commercial supplier that will run the heat, well, fridge, freezer, some lights and the fish tank.  It would not allow school to be held.

Certificate of Appointment for Catherine Collins, Registrar of Voters.  Action: signed.

Budget memo to the Committees:  Selectmen reviewed the memo approved it being sent to all committees.
Scheduled Appointments: none

Executive session:  Selectmen went into executive session under 1 MRSA §405.6e to discuss a legal matter with counsel and under  1 MRSA §405.6f to discuss an inquiry from State of Maine for concealed weapons permit; and a GA matter.  Upon adjournment, Charlie signed the inquiry.
Housekeeping items:  questions from Mary regarding reserve funds - definition and usage, fore dept vehicle maintenance and personnel issues.  Action: FAC requested in the new budget memo to have the committees define the usage of their reserve funds.  After review by the FAC, it will be passed on to be reviewed and approved by the Selectmen.  Fire Dept Vehicle Maint:  Mary wanted clarification from the board that the amount in that line item falls to UFB if not spent, which was confirmed by the board.  Personnel issues:  it is time to think about reviews again, something we really need to get better about doing.  Mary will check around.
