Minutes for the Selectmen’s meeting Wednesday, March 10, 2010 
Charles Collins called the meeting to order at 7 pm with Dolores Pinette and Geoff Birdsall present.  Bob Trabona was also in attendance. 
Minutes of the meetings:  Selectmen approved minutes of the March 03, 2010 meeting. 
Review new bills:  Selectmen reviewed and signed new bills.  There were no transfers to review.
 Abatement Requests:  Hasenfus, Robert & Barbara (10R-025-B) challenging land value.  Open Space application from Nature Conservancy for 11R 045&048 (Conant Preserve).  Still awaiting word from Bill on ones he is working on.  Action: Both tabled for next meeting.  Mary will call Bill again.
Correspondence:
  Note from Misty Green, Sagadahoc EMA Director, that FEMA has given Sagadahoc County a Disaster Declaration.  
FEMA was down yesterday and were taken around by Dale (and Larry).  Action:  noted.
  Brief filed by legal counsel in the Town of Georgetown versus State of Maine, Board of Environmental Protection; BEP 
has 30 days in which to respond.  Action:  noted.
  Note from Deborah Lachapelle requesting use of church parking lot on June 5, 2010. Action:  request approved.
  Maine DOT solicitation of Local Projects - forwarded to Dale already.  Action:  noted.
  MSMA Bulletin stating the Education Committee voted unanimously to support a current bill before the legislature that will 
give more flexibility to RSU’s and AOS’s.  Action:  Mr. Birdsall reported in that it appears to be headed for passage.
  Note from DEP regarding Small Community Grants to clean polluted shellfish growing areas.  More info should come 
from them this month.  Action:  noted.
Also:  
  Funding request from Children’s Center, and Hospice Volunteers.  Action:  Forwarded to FAC.
  Conversation with Steve Mace, chair, Conservation Commission regarding complaint by Maureen Stanton about washed out 
road on the edge of the Ipcar Nature Preserve in Five Islands.  She believes this is a decommissioned road that the 
preserve and another property owner split.  After the last storm, there is a 2-3 foot sink hole and wash out.  Action:  this 
is not a town road and the survey done by S Webster shows the Ipcar Nature Preserve property line to be just before the 
road.  Mary will review deed of Goodrich to see if it references this road anywhere.
Minutes:  Board of Appeals, Feb 17; Shellfish Conservation Committee, Feb 4; Finance Advisory Committee, Jan 26, 2010.  Action:  all filed.
Old business:


Haddock-Montgomery:  Planning Board denied the requested permit; they have 30 days to appeal to the BOA.

       Another pre trial/status hearing is scheduled for May 5, 2010 @ 8:30am (Lincoln County).  Action: noted.

Aleada Pinkham house:  tabled for now.   Action:  need to put removal out for bid again and place on annual warrant.

Eileen Stevenson lot (03R-033):  Action: tabled until John Wood is back in town (April).

Updated listing of holding tanks and dates the town shows for last pumping:  Action:  last letter was 2002, new letter to 


be drafted requesting copies of billings.


Responses from owners of holding tanks: none   Action:  noted.
New business: 
  Ltr from TOPMB regarding past due user fees and request for Harbormaster to enforce ordinance and state law 


to bar those individuals not paid from use of the wharf.  Action:  (see below under appointments).
  Request from BOA for guidance on disability variances that was tabled from last meeting.  Action:  the Selectmen conferred 
with the CEO and discussed whether the new section ¶ 4-A.B should be added to our ordinance.  Selectmen voted not to 
include the new section in our ordinance as they feel ¶4-A.A is broad enough to cover items now in ¶4-A.B.  They also 
feel that ¶4.A.B is more restrictive than necessary.  Mary to notify BOA.
  Request from BOA for revisions to the ordinance that was tabled from last meeting  Action:  Selectmen reviewed the 
proposed revisions.  They recommend a few changes in Section VI, but most others were ok.  Mary to notify BOA.
  Copy of ltr to Planning Board from BOA requesting ordinance changes that was tabled from last meeting.  Action: 
Selectmen reviewed the requested changes but would prefer to have the Planning Board respond with their thoughts. 
  Snowplowing agreement:  needs to be discussed and any revisions made before placing out to bid.  Action:  Selectmen took 
copies of the current agreement to review.  Charlie mentioned that Dale had input and asked that Mary call him to set up 
a meeting.  It will go on the next agenda.
  The process for the closure of commercial shellfish areas was discussed as there is concern regarding a recent decision by the Shellfish Conservation Commission, not brought before this board, to close the Robinhood area to commercial diggers for conservation purposes.  Action: Chad Campbell, Chair of the Shellfish Conservation Commission, is on the next agenda.
Scheduled Appointments:  7:30 pm ~~ Rick Freeman, chair, TOPMB, Rich Start, Harbor Committee, and George Dufour, Harbormaster, came in to discuss the duties of the Harbormaster as it relates to enforcement of the TOPMB ordinance.  It is not laid out as to what his role is.  The Harbormaster has the enforcement power needed to enforce both the ordinance and state law.  A Harbormaster order must be adhered to or there are legal ramifications.  The Selectmen requested the Harbor Committee, Harbormaster and the TOPMB work together to come up with a plan that serves their needs.  TOPMB feels that those who have not paid their user fees are in essence trespassing and per the ordinance, once warned, action to disallow use can be taken.  The dock is not to be used as a “set up” area, and some fisherman abuse the privilege by leaving their gear on the wharf.  
Public comment: none.
Executive session:  Under 1MRSA§ 405.6F to discuss inquiry from State on a concealed weapon permit. Upon 

adjournment, Charlie signed the inquiry.
Adjournment:  On motion, the Selectmen voted to adjourn at 9:15pm.
