Minutes for the Selectmen’s meeting Monday, May 10, 2010  
Charles Collins called the meeting to order at 7 pm with Geoff Birdsall and Dolores Pinette present.  Rick Freeman, Rich Devito, and Dave Moyes were also in attendance. 
Minutes of the meetings:  Selectmen approved minutes of the April 28, 2010 meeting. 
Reviewed updated building permit listing and reviewed and signed bills.    Selectmen reviewed and signed bills.  The Warrants will be ready for signature on Wednesday.

 Abatement Requests:   received decision of the Commissioners on the Prawer abatement appeal.  They granted an abatement in valuation for $51982. Ready for signature.  Action:  The Selectmen signed the abatement.
Hearing on Swift appeal tomorrow at 2pm.  Mary will attend.
Correspondence:
  Personal property tax declarations:  (Wildblue Communications)  Action:  noted and filed.
  Note from GVFD with Maintenance Costs for vehicles to be reimbursed.  Action:  discussed again the purpose of this item 
and the memo issued by the Selectmen in March of 2009.  The memo indicates the Selectmen want the town owned 
vehicles to be inspected by a Ford or GM dealership (whomever specializes in the make of that vehicle) annually.  
Action:  Mary will follow up with Ron Hayward, Treasurer of the GVFD, pull out the bills for inspection and report 
back to the Selectmen.
  Note from Claudia Hayward on use of vacation time.  Claudia has requested to be paid out for vacation time earned but not 
used.  Selectmen discussed and there is precedent set and policy on this issue.  Mary suggested that since Claudia 
will be here until after June 30 to help until a new person can be hired and trained, that she carry forward her 6.5 
days to next fiscal year and use them.  Action:  none.  Mary will follow up.
  Note from School Committee on Budget Validation Referendum:  Special Town Meeting for vote (3 articles) will be June 

22nd.  (Moderator, ratify budget and continuing referendum vote).  Warrant will need to be posted on Monday June 14.  
Action: noted.
  Note from MMA on Election Warden / Moderator:  Mary had requested an opinion on Claudia being the Election Warden 
and the Deputy moderator for the Election.    Action:  MMA recommends against having the deputy town clerk as the 
deputy moderator.  Mary will follow up with Cathy to find someone else to be the deputy moderate for the election.  
  Note forwarded by Bob from the State that they are phasing out the Ready.Set.Gov content management tools.  They have 
granted us (and many others) a waiver for existing service for 12 months.  We will need to have a web site up and 
running by June 1, 2011 when our page will be disabled and custom content removed.  Action:  Selectmen discussed and 
feel the cost to have the site developed can come from contingency.  It was also discussed that we  can go without for a 
couple of months if need be.  They had a couple of ideas (John Wvon, www.legendarymedia.com and Alison Freeman 
did her own web site).  
  Darryl Zantow came in to discuss some work that he would like to do at the Five Islands Fire Station; (sealing driveway, 
painting trim, building lights, etc, ).  The GVFD wanted him to come to the Selectmen for authorization as it is a town 
building.  Costs should not exceed $300.  The GVFD must approve it as it is their budget line item.  Action:  The 
Selectmen approved proceeding with the work assuming it is what the Fire Dept wants done.  They will need to approve 
any invoices for reimbursement.  Mary will follow up.
Also:  Letter from Hampton Inn Bath; Greater Portland Council of Governments on Road Salt Bid Participation; Recycling Report from Lincoln County Recycling; MEDOT Planning newsletter; note from MMA on the future of LD 1 Compliance studies.  Action:  noted and filed or recycled.

New business:  Any adjustments on the Ordinances based on last weeks meeting?  Action:  will await word from TOPMB 
and Planning Board.
Bob Geaghan is in town and has taken cards to begin the assessing work.  Action: none.  
Scheduled Appointments:   7:30pm ~~ Rick Freeman, chair of the TOPMB, to discuss results of his inquiry about the Small Harbors Grant and to ask questions regarding reserve fund definitions.  Rick followed up per the request of the Selectmen at the last meeting.  The State does have a condition that access to be given to anyone in the state.  Due to this the TOPMB will not be putting in the application for the grant.  

The TOPMB also had a question regarding the change of the definition of the Wharf Reserve Fund usage.  The Board is bothered that the definition was changed and they were not consulted.  The FAC made a change to the definition at their last meeting, and since their liaison member was not present, this information did not get back to the Board.  The definitions were reviewed again and changed in part to address the concern about the usage of the Wharf Reserve for major repairs.  All parties appear to be satisfied.  Action: none.
