BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN

Minutes for the Selectmen’s meeting Thursday, May 20, 2010  
The purpose of this meeting was to open the snowplowing bids received.

Charles Collins called the meeting to order at 7 pm with Geoff Birdsall and Dolores Pinette present.  Bob Trabona and Rick Freeman were also in attendance.  Mr. Collins appointed Geoffrey as interim chair and recused himself from any involvement in the opening of the bids.
In attendance for the opening of the bids were the above people and Ed Skillin, Mrs. Skillin, Chris and Michelle Cearbaugh, Dale Savoie and Bill Plummer came in a little late.

Geoffrey opened bids from the following:

Ed Skillin, Inc.:  Roads bid received:  Total price of 3 year agreement:  $435600.00

MaineMoss, Inc:  Roads bid received:  Total price of 3 year agreement:  $454700.00

Savoie & Son Landscape, Inc.:  Both a municipal and roads bid received.  Total Price of 3 year agreement on roads:  $537895.05.  Municipal:  $37694.98
Selectmen Pinette made motion to postpone awarding the snowplow agreement until the new Board convenes and they will hold a special meeting on June 16th to do so.  All bidding parties were appraised and agreed.  Mary will email all bidders with the details of the bids.
Geoffrey at 7:20 made motion that Charlie take back over as chair of the meeting to take care of any other business.

Selectmen requested Mary use the highest bid for placement on the warrant.

Charlie signed a letter to the Sagadahoc County Commissioners regarding the poor communications that the Fire Department has been dealing with since the changes made last fall by county dispatch.
Selectmen were given draft copies of the Town Warrant and Special Town Meeting warrant (School Referendum) to review.  Mary also received clarification that the change made to the Shellfish budget (additional $500.) at the Public Hearing was agreed to by them.  

New business:  
Bob Trabona discussed a “houseboat” project at Robinhood Marine.  There is some question as to who is required to give the permits on it.  The CEO and Planning Board agree that the Town does not have jurisdiction, and that our governance ends with the shoreline.  Bob has been discussing with Mike Morse, DEP, Shoreland Zoning, and the DEP disagrees and wants the Town to issue the permits.  Selectmen agree that the Town does not have jurisdiction and that the State of Maine has authority and control over submerged lands.  Selectmen, after discussion, advised Bob to do nothing further.
Bill Plummer inquired as to whether the Selectmen would accept bids on the Aleada Pinkham property.  We had tried to advertise it earlier this fiscal year but got no responses.  The Selectmen discussed putting out for bid again, in hopes of someone wanting to refurbish it.
