Minutes for the Selectmen’s meeting Wednesday, June 9, 2010 
Geoff Birdsall called the meeting to order at 7:15 pm with and Dolores Pinette present.  Bob Trabona and Alison Freeman were also in attendance. 
Public Hearings:  Marcus and Cathy Headley, dba, Grey Havens Inn;  License signed.

Minutes of the meetings:  Selectmen approved minutes of the May 26, 2010 meeting. 
Review and sign warrants; review updated building permits listing.    Selectmen reviewed and signed the warrants; and reviewed the building permit listing; there were no transfers to review.
 Abatement Requests:   Still awaiting word from Bill on the one he has.  Mary has and will follow up again.

Goodspeed, Robert & Kimberly (10R-018B), challenging value.  Selectmen reviewed comparisons of land values 
with the surrounding assessment areas and comparable properties around town and voted to deny the abatement 
request.

 Minutes:  Planning Board; May 5 and 19, 2010.  Action:  filed.
Old business:


Haddock-Montgomery:  paperwork on entry of appearance, petition for review of final municipal governmental action and plaintiffs motion for a stay.  George Horne and Ken Hoffman reported that this mornings meeting brought on additional briefs due by Haddock legal by July 19th, briefs by us and Karbiners legal in August for a pretrial in September and a trial in October.  Bob reported in that he had gone to Skip’s office to sign the stop work order which is part of the paperwork noted above.

Aleada Pinkham house:  Ad for review and approval for paper at the end of June.  Action:  Selectmen approved for placement in the paper on June 18 and 25th.

Eileen Stevenson lot (03R-033):  awaiting word from Charlie and John Wood.  Action: Mary will follow up with Charlie.

Town Wood Lot - Mary contacted Joan Atwood, one of the heirs involved, who will await the letter.  Selectmen discussed and asked Mary to contact GHS to see if they have any record on Hagan heirs. Action:  To be done.


Communications:  received an email from Larry Mann about the issues.  Also received call from Brodie Hinckley, that RCM had checked on the Oak Hill Tower and found no issues, we are not on the new system so he is not sure on the cause of the issue.  What is next?  The Selectmen discussed and asked Mary to contact Larry and ask if we can forward his letter on to the Sagadahoc Administrator and to inquire whether he has been logging the incidents.  They also suggested him keeping in contact with the mutual aid chiefs for the group to complain.  Action:  To be done.

FEMA update:  George was in this morning for signatures on paperwork.  He will submit the bills.  Action:  none.

Responses from owners of holding tanks:  Boisvert (13U-030); and Gemery (08U-036).  Also received letter from Achramowicz (01U-029) with invoice copies in response to our inquiry on pumping.  Action:  noted.

New business:  

Letter from Bob Trabona, CEO, to Chad Campbell, Chair, Shellfish Conservation Committee, and response from Chad to Bob.  Bob has been in touch with family at Morgan residence and will do a dye test to determine if the septic is failing and will follow up.  Action: none.

Copy of letter from Lane Construction to the Town of Arrowsic indicating width limitation (10’ effective 6/1 - 6/18) on the Wilder Bridge.  Action:  noted.

Copy of letter of agreement between the TOPMB and Ira Pinkham on his past due user fees.  Email from Mary to the TOPMB regarding two agreements made that are not being adhered to (Stevens and Moore).  Action:  Selectmen requested Mary write memo to the TOPMB asking how they are going to proceed.  Are they requesting the Harbormaster enforce or taking to small claims court?  Something has to be done and they are prepared to support either method.

Question on Building Permit Ordinance.  An issue was raised by Rusty White regarding some wording under 9(f) non conforming structures.  The Planning Board will request the Ordinance fail and will be looking to have a special Town Meeting in the fall to correct.  Action: noted.

Request from Peggy Kapisovsky and Mike Farrow about the internet (or lack thereof) in Robinhood.  Action: Selectmen discussed and feel there is not much the Town can do; noting that the Indian Point residents worked together to put up a tower and the Town to pass an ordinance allowing it.  Mary will check with Arrowsic.  


Referendum vote:  Cathy would like polls to be open 12-6.  Input ?  Action: Selectmen request at least 12-7.  Mary to follow up with Cathy.
Other new business:  Bob discussed the status of the Town website.  Bob was unable to get on to change things.  The data is there but you can’t access it.  The state is working on the problem.  Action:  none needed by Selectmen at this time.

Other Housekeeping Items:  email from Mary to George and response on Lawson mooring in Five Islands; email from John Jones about his abatement that is with the assessor.  Request for town info (narrative) from Midcoast Council of Governments (Geoff?).  Action:  Sam Lawson was concerned and wanted to be sure that he was not “giving” up his mooring but allowing the Town to use it for this year.  All are in agreement.  Mary has replied to John that the abatement is still with the assessor, she will call him again.  The narrative was passed to Mary to do when time allows.  
Scheduled Appointments:   7:30 appointment with the Solid Waste Management Committee members:  Ole Jaeger, Dave Polito, Alison Freeman and Jim Coombs, Transfer Station attendant.  The Committee came in to discuss employment issues at the Transfer Station with Mark being out indefinitely.  Discussion ensued regarding coverage at the Transfer Station and the need to hire immediately.  The group looked over and approved an ad for placement in the paper this Friday and all next week.  The Committee would like Mary to screen the applications when received and get a couple of members available together for the interviews.

It was noted that Mark is eager to get back to work but must have a doctors note signed before he is allowed to.  It was discussed as to what level he can work, and concerns regarding weather.  The role of Transfer Station Manager was also discussed and needs to be better defined.  
Public comment:   It was noted that Little Sheepscot Road has been widened significantly. 
Executive session:   none.
Adjournment:  On motion, the Selectmen voted to adjourn at 9:37 pm.
