Minutes of the Selectmen’s Meeting, 25 February 2009
Dolores Pinette called the meeting to order at 6pm with Charles Collins and Geoff Birdsall present.
Minutes:  on motion, the Selectmen amended and approved minutes of their 11 February 2009 meeting. 

Correspondence:  The GVFD requests that snow not be piled at the ends of unused roads; John Wood provides a boundary agreement for landowners near the Old Stone Schoolhouse on the Bay Point Road. Request for funding from Patten Free Library. Also MeDHHS GA papers; MeDoT email on Federal funds; MeSPO shore and harbor grants; Silver Star Families of America requests proclamation of Silver Star Day; Coastal Humane contract; insurance coverage for AT&T cell towers; Stinson Elder-MacIver papers; TEGould insurance cert; Tish Tuttle’s resignation; ad. — Aleada Pinkham house: with no response from Grindle or Pinkhams, we can move after Special Town Meeting. Action: news welcomed.
— Town woodlot: with clear title, we can sell. Action: news welcomed.

— Appraisal of the Eileen Stevenson lot (03R-033): no news. Action: none.

— Structuring a new Road Committee. Action: tabled.

— Responses from owners of holding tanks: Community Center. Action: welcomed.

Abatement requests: Harmon, Glenn (04R-026-A), challenges value; Hayward, Ron & Claudia (09R-012-B), challenge value. Norman Petty questions acreage on lot he just bought, so he is not eligible for an abatement. Action: to be sent to the Assessor for review; Petty acreage to be adjusted.

New business:  MMA Risk Management’s Ann Schneider reports on her site visits and requests actions at Transfer Station and Fire Station and in the school. Action: agreed.
— Warrant for Special Town Meeting to be signed. Action: signed.

Scheduled appointments:  Stu Carlisle came in to report on SZO developments and to ask for a new alternate member of the Planning Board. Action: news welcomed; search continues.
Public comment:  none.

Executive session:  none.
Adjournment:  on motion, the Selectmen voted to adjourn at 6:50pm to go to the public hearing on the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance.
