Minutes of the Selectmen’s Meeting, 11 March 2009
Dolores Pinette called the meeting to order at 6pm with Charles Collins and Geoff Birdsall present. Bob Trabona joined them.
Minutes:  on motion, the Selectmen approved minutes of their 25 February 2009 meeting. 

Correspondence:  TideWorks LLC announces a meeting at 9am Monday, 23 Mar 09, to review plans for a hydroelectric power project on Bareneck Island. Request for funding from Community Center. Also Census Bureau urges creation of a Complete Census Committee; MeDoC letter on submerged-land lease; MeDHHS GA papers; MeDoT memo on posted roads; Lincoln County recycling numbers; minor changes in insurance coverage; ad. Meetings: GA Basics, Rockport 16 Apr 09; Emergency Preparedness, Augusta, 30 Apr-1 May 09; Recycling, Manchester NH, 8-9 Jun 09. Minutes: Board of Appeals, 30 Jan 09; FAC, 9 May 08;Planning, 4 Mar 09. Action: Mrs Pinette may go to the TideWorks meeting; request for funding to FAC; other papers filed or recycled as appropriate.
Old business:  Appointments: need Appeals, Conservation (2), Planning, Recreation (2), and Shellfish. David Tudor, the new chair of Conservation, seeks new members. Action: continue searching.
— Road work: Treasurer and Road Commissioner want to know whether the 2008 road program is to be continued. Action: on motion, the Selectmen voted to borrow no further money from the line of credit until they have a clearer idea of the economic implications of the road program.

— Replacement AttS: 12.5 responses so far; applicants warned not to expect any action until after 25 Mar 09. Action: each Selectman has copies of all 12.5 responses.
— Aleada Pinkham house: with no response from Grindle or Pinkhams, we can move after Special Town Meeting. Action: news welcomed.
— Town woodlot: with clear title, we can sell. Action: news welcomed.

— Appraisal of the Eileen Stevenson lot (03R-033): no action until the snow melts. Action: none.

— Structuring a new Road Committee. Action: tabled.

— Responses from owners of holding tanks: Community Center. Action: welcomed.

Abatement requests: Collier, Jeremy & Mary (11R-005-N), challenge value; Kane, Michael (02R-014-A), lost land to MeDoT for the Back River Bridge. Action: Collier request to be sent to the Assessor for review; Kane acreage to be adjusted. Mr Collins reported that Bill Van Tuinen said he would work on the abatement requests when the weather allowed him to review lots and/or homes. Mr Collins told him we hoped to send out tax bills in mid September, so we will need quick, early action this summer.
New business:  Revised Appendix B to the GA Ordinance to be signed. Action: signed.
— State Police request information on an applicant for a concealed-weapons permit. Action: provided.

— Open-space applications (LaPlante & Dorfman, 11R-043, and Nature Conservancy (02R-011, 02R-011-A, and 05R-006) to be signed. Action: signed.

— Bureau of Parks and Lands plans new toilets at Reid Park. Action: news welcomed.
— Coastal Humane seeks meetings with ACO, then Selectmen. Action: news welcomed.

Scheduled appointments:  Alison Freeman came in to review plans for the Special Town Meeting. Action: error in Shoreland Zoning Ordinance to be identified tonight, repaired at a later meeting.
Public comment:  none.

Executive session:  none.
