
BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN
Minutes of the Selectmen’s Meeting, 25 March 2009
Dolores Pinette called the meeting to order at 7pm with Charles Collins and Geoff Birdsall present. Bob Trabona joined them.
Minutes:  on motion, the Selectmen approved minutes of their 11 March 2009 meeting. 

Correspondence:  MeRS Report of Assessment Review; Carlisle letter on Board of Appeals antenna decision; Jaeger memo on new container. Request for funding from CHANS. Also notice of field work in the bombing area at Reid Park; MeDoC submerged land leases (FairPoint and TOPMB); MeDDVEM notice of approval for winter storm work; MeDHHS GA papers; MeDMR memo on closures; MeRS memo on valuation; MePowerOptions questionnaire; MMA Risk Management Mann papers and workers’ comp audit; John Voorhees letter on Mark Perry lot (09R-031-K); Nature Conservancy letter on holdings; personal-property declaration; ad. Meetings: GA Basics, Rockport 16 Apr 09; Emergency Preparedness, Augusta, 30 Apr-1 May 09; Recycling, Manchester NH, 8-9 Jun 09. Minutes: Conserva-tion Commission, 19 Jan 09; FAC, 30 Jan 09; Planning Board, 18 Mar 09; Solid Waste Committee, 12 Feb 09. Action: Mr Birdsall recused himself from discussion of Carlisle letter; Selectmen voted 2-0 not to go to court over Board of Appeals decision; Mr Trabona said he would deny applications for antenna permits, leaving specific cases to the Board of Appeals; Selectmen approve new 40-yard container, but leave to the Treasurer whether Solid Waste has enough funds to purchase it without Special Town Meeting approval; request for funding to FAC; other papers filed or recycled as appropriate.
Old business:  Appointments: need Appeals, Conservation (2), Planning, Recreation (2), and Shellfish. All chairs concerned seek new members. Action: continue searching.
— New AttS: eleven and a half applications received. Action: to be reviewed in executive session.

— Inspection of GVFD vehicles: final draft of letter to Chief. Action: signed.

— Submerged Lands lease at Wharf: revised lease for signature. Action: signed.
— Haddock-Montgomery: Town Attorney reports no further word from Attorney Goodall and proposes writing to say we’re tired of waiting and want the building down. Action: news welcomed.

— Road work: Treasurer and Road Commissioner want to know whether the 2008 road program is to be continued. Action: on motion, the Selectmen voted to borrow no further money from the line of credit until they have a clearer idea of the economic implications of the road program.

— Aleada Pinkham house: with no cash after Special Town Meeting, we must notify low bidder that we may have to go out to bid again. Action: letter to be drafted.
— Appraisal of the Eileen Stevenson lot (03R-033): no action until the snow melts. Action: none.

— Structuring a new Road Committee. Action: tabled.

— Responses from owners of holding tanks: none. Action: none.

— Axelson property (04R-034-A): Mr Collins reminded Don that the tax map shows an inaccurate shape and size for the lot. Action: to be corrected in the 2009 update.
Abatement requests: none.
New business:  State Police request for information on an applicant for a concealed-weapons permit. Action: provided.

— Documented boats: Tax Collector asks for suggestions on how to collect mandatory excise taxes. Action: after reviewing the law (36 MRSA §1504), the Selectmen agreed to go to lien.

Scheduled appointments:  none.
Public comment:  none.

Executive session:  on motion, the Selectmen went into executive session under 1 MRSA § 405.6.A at 8:25pm to discuss applicants for Assistant to the Selectmen. They emerged at 9:10pm and directed Don to take the actions discussed.
Adjournment:  on motion, the Selectmen voted to adjourn at 9:15pm.
