
BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN
Minutes of the Selectmen’s Meeting, 9 April 2009
Dolores Pinette called the meeting to order at 6:30pm with Charles Collins and Geoff Birdsall present. On motion, the Selectmen went into executive session under 1 MRSA § 405.6.A to consider personnel matters with Mary McDonald. When they emerged at 7:05pm, Bob Trabona joined them.
Minutes:  on motion, the Selectmen approved minutes of their 25 March 2009 meeting. 

Correspondence:  MeDEP conditional approval and partial denial of new Shoreland Zoning Ordinance; MeDoC notice of new comfort station in Reid Park (response required); preliminary County assessment. Also MeDoC notice of new comfort station at Reid Park; MeDEP OBD licenses (Mentzer [05R-025] and Warner & Koestline [01U-055]); Lincoln County recycling papers; MMA Risk Management Mann papers and quarterly loss run; Arrowsic Selectmen request use of the multipurpose room for their Town Meeting, 6:30pm Wednesday, 17 Jun 09; personal-property declarations. Meetings: GA Basics, Rock-port 16 Apr 09; Emergency Preparedness, Augusta, 30 Apr-1 May 09; Recycling, Manchester NH, 8-9 Jun 09. Minutes: Board of Appeals, 4, 18, and 30 Mar 09; FAC, 6 Mar 09; Planning Board, 1 Apr 09; TOPMB, 7 and 17 Mar 09. Action: MeDoC project at Reid Park requires all usual permits; Arrowsic welcome to use the multipurpose room (with approval of the Principal, assuming that Greg Guckenberg will clean up at no cost to Georgetown); other papers filed or recycled as appropriate. The Selectmen would welcome electronic copies of board and committee minutes and want to see building permits.
Old business:  Appointments: need Appeals, Conservation (2), Planning, Recreation (2), and Shellfish. Lindsay Dorney is willing to move up from alternate to full member of the Board of Appeals. Action: continue searching; appoint Ms Dorney after the current appeal is concluded.
— Documented boats: Town Clerk’s draft letter needs dates. Action: 30 Jun 09 and 30 Sep 09.
— Haddock-Montgomery: Attorney Goodall responds. Action: delay not welcomed.

— Aleada Pinkham house: with no cash after Special Town Meeting, we must notify low bidder that we may have to go out to bid again. Action: letter to be drafted.
— Appraisal of the Eileen Stevenson lot (03R-033): no action until the snow melts. Action: none.

— Structuring a new Road Committee. Action: tabled.

— Responses from owners of holding tanks: none. Action: none.

Abatement requests: MacMahan Island challenges value of its open-space Turnip Island (11R-013). Action: forward to Bill Van Tuinen.
New business:  Splits and other map changes: 2008-09 list. Action: reviewed.

— Declaration of Certified Ratio: MeRS proposes 90 percent. Action: accepted.

— Conservation easements: MeSPO wants a database of our info and wants us to pay $30 a year to use it. Action: don’t rush into it: the Town does not own any conservation easements.

— Portable generator: County EMA is looking into buying one to lend to individual towns as needed. Action: might substitute for our own permanent, automatic power-loss generator.
— TOPMB asks about restrictions on its use of the Wharf Rebuild Reserve Fund: we have no paper trail. Action: draft policies on using reserve funds and on Town Meeting approval for $5,000 spending.

— Mary Herman & Angus King request use of school parking lot Wednesday, 5 Aug 09. Action: all right with the Selectmen if it’s all right with the Principal.

Scheduled appointments:  The Treasurer, Mary McDonald, came in to raise a number of questions. First, should fees for new Flood-Plain Permits go 100 percent to the CEO? Answer: yes. Second, should $303 of FEMA’s $759 for storm damage go to the Town, the rest to GVFD? Answer: yes. Third, what to do about FEMA’s Patriots Day storm cash? Answer: talk to Dale Savoie and Peter Schuerch. Fourth, should Aleada Pinkham’s house be removed from the tax rolls as a Town-owned property? Answer: yes; the Town will probably put it up for sale; it must be added to the Town’s insurance coverage. Fifth, can the Solid Waste Committee buy a new container using money from the Compactor Reserve Fund? Answer: not without Town Meeting approval. The policy mentioned above holds: no Town Meeting approval is needed if the purchase is related to the purpose for which the Reserve Fund was created. Sixth: does unused GVFD “Maintenance Reserve Fund” roll over into GVFD New Vehicle Reserve Fund? Answer: yes. Seventh, can TOPMB repair buildings on the Wharf using money from the Wharf Rebuild Reserve Fund? Answer: no: that money can be used only from the deck down.
— Kate MacKay and Jack Swift of the Board of Appeals came in to ask that the 2009 Shoreland Zoning Ordinance be amended to require all applicants for building permits in the shoreland zone to notify all abutters of their application. Mr Swift reported that the Town Attorney thinks all abutters should be notified of all applications, in or out of the shoreland zone. Mr Collins said he profoundly disagrees. Mrs Pinette and Mr Birdsall said they wanted to talk to the Town Attorney and members of the Planning Board before making their decision.
— Ole Jaeger came in to protest the decision that the Solid Waste Committee had to go to Town Meeting for funds for a new container. He said terms of the Compactor Reserve Fund include that it can be tapped in an emergency, and the container to be replaced constitutes an emergency. Mr Collins moved approval, and it was voted. Mr Birdsall added that the policy setting a $5,000 limit should be adjusted to allow the Selectmen to approve such purchases.
Public comment:  Mr Trabona asked how to pay the Alternate CEO/LPI. Answer: pay him the full fee for a building permit, without deducting the 25 percent Town share.
Adjournment:  on motion, the Selectmen voted to adjourn at 10pm. Prior to adjourning, the Selectmen agreed to meet next on Wednesday, 29 Apr 09, rather than on Wednesday, 22 Apr 09.
