
BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN
Minutes of the Selectmen’s Meeting, 1 June 2009
Dolores Pinette called the meeting to order at 7pm with Charlie Collins and Geoffrey Birdsall present. Mary McDonald and Bob Trabona joined them. So did Stu Carlisle, John Evans, Rick Freeman, Bud Grant, John Jones, and Jack Schneider of the Planning Board. The purpose of the meeting was to consider the Town’s appeal to the Board of Environmental Protection over partial rejection of the newly-adopted Shoreland Zoning Ordinance, so the Selectmen dispensed with normal agenda items, such as minutes and old business.
As the first order of business, Mrs Pinette asked whether the Town Attorney, Skip Stinson, would be attending the meeting. Mr Carlisle said he would not: he was at his MacMahan Island home and would be available to talk by telephone to any member of either board. Mr Carlisle added that the Town should seek an attorney qualified in zoning matters for any further work on the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance or for any cases arising under it: he and members of the Planning Board who had dealt with Mr Stinson on the SZO appeal found him less than stellar in dealing with the issues involved. Those who had met in the Town Attorney’s office Thursday, 28 May 09 (Messrs Carlisle, Evans, Freeman, and Jones), found the draft Appeal the Town had received this afternoon altogether too little changed from the document they had discussed at that meeting. Further, they objected that the draft Appeal was delivered by hand this afternoon, instead of being emailed to the Selectmen and members of the Planning Board over the weekend.
Mr Grant raised a separate issue: the extension of the deadline to file the appeal. So far the Town has had only oral assurance that the deadline was extended. All agreed that members of the Planning Board had asked for that extension in writing, but that none had been provided. Mr Trabona said we should phone the State Attorney General’s office for a written extension.

Mr Carlisle phoned Mr Stinson and said members of the Planning Board would meet with him again Tuesday, 2 Jun 09, to insist on strengthening the Appeal (and correcting grammar and spelling errors). The members of the Planning Board withdrew to the conference room to review the Appeal in detail and agree on changes they would insist on.
Turning to other business:

— Mrs Pinette asked the Treasurer whether she had taken any action on Ira and Stephenie Pinkham’s debt; Mrs McDonald said she had the papers ready, but had not begun any action;

— Don reported that Alison Freeman will be Moderator for Town Meeting, but expressed concern that she has to be in Damariscotta by 1pm; Andy Roth-Wells will be prepared to serve as Deputy Moderator if needed; and
— Mr Trabona asked the Selectmen to consider how they want him to move on known violations of Town ordinances: he cited the hugely enlarged deck at the Beaulieu house (06R-046-B), clear-cutting at the Brine cottage on Lowe Point (11R-047-A), expansion of the Dewitt cottage (06R-031), and unauthorized tree-cutting at the Sag Bay Campground (06R-028-C). All agreed that the Town must enforce its ordinances; the Selectmen agreed to make his question an agenda item.
Adjournment: on motion passed, the Selectmen voted to adjourn at 8:20pm.
