
 BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN
Minutes of the Selectmen’s Meeting, 10 June 2009 - - d r a f t
Dolores Pinette called the meeting to order at 7pm with Charles Collins and Geoff Birdsall present. The Treasurer, Mary McDonald, and Bob Trabona joined them.
Minutes:  on motion, the Selectmen approved minutes of their 27 May and 1 Jun 2009 meetings. 

Correspondence:  Laptops for Town use: letter from the County Administrator. Also MeRS annual tax-preparation forms; legislative update from Bruce MacDonald; Lincoln County recycling numbers; personal property declaration. Meetings: Maine Beaches, South Portland, 10 Jul 09. Minutes: Board of Appeals, 13 May 09. Action: papers filed or recycled as appropriate.
Old business:  Appointments: need Appeals (1 full), Conservation (2 full), Planning (1 alt), Recreation (1 full), and Shellfish (1 full, 1 alt). Lindsay Dorney to move up from alternate to full on BofA; Rick Freeman willing to continue on PB; Tom McCandless willing to serve on PB. Action: appointment forms for Dorney and Freeman; appointment with McCandless, 24 Jun 09; continue searching.
— Haddock-Montgomery: before we can ask for Court action, we have to resolve the Board of Appeals matter. Action: the Town Attorney will review BofA minutes to determine the next step.

— SZO appeal:  the Selectmen received copies of the appeal. Action: awaiting response from MeDEP. Mr Trabona has the MeDEP receipt for the appeal and will forward it to the Planning Board.

— Boundary agreement with Susie Wren and Theo Holtwijk: John Wood asked to have it recorded. Action: to be recorded.

— Violations of Town Ordinances: Mr Trabona repeated his request for a policy the Selectmen want him to follow. Action: draft spreadsheet of actions and follow-up to be developed; policy will follow.
— Travel trailers at the Sagadahoc Bay Campground: Rick Kosalka and Harold White came in to be part of the discussion. Mr Trabona reported that the State makes a distinction between trailers that have wheels on the ground and those that do not. Don reported a conversation with Sue Steele, who has a “park model” on land she rents from Mr Kosalka; she believes models such as hers should be taxed as real estate and the smaller models, which she calls “fifth wheels,” should be excised as motor vehicles. Mr Kosalka more or less agreed, though he did not understand how fifth wheels would be excised; Mr Collins replied that he should ask the Tax Collector for information on excise taxation for fifth wheels. Action: Bill Van Tuinen to be asked to have all park models assessed as real estate.
— MMA RM action plan: GVFD and Solid Waste Committee asked to respond by 24 Jun 09. Action: none.

— Aleada Pinkham house: off the tax rolls. Mrs Pinette reported that the Pinkham family says all personal property has been removed. Action: to be boarded up under the CEO’s supervision. Mr Trabona will report back on costs.
— Title to Town woodlot (10R-025): no news. Action: John Wood to be questioned.

— Appraisal of the Eileen Stevenson lot (03R-033): no action. Action: Mr Collins will take appraiser to the site.

— Structuring a new Road Committee. Action: no longer necessary to be kept as an agenda item.

— Responses from owners of holding tanks: none. Action: none.

— Don’s schedule, scheduled activities, and performance appraisal. Mrs Pinette suggested that the agenda item should be removed. Action: agreed.
Town Meeting:  The Selectmen reviewed the Warrant for the Special Town Meeting (school budget referendum), 23 Jun 09, and signed it, assuming that the proposed school budget will be adopted at Town Meeting. Action: to be posted Monday, 15 Jun 09. Polls will be open noon to 7pm.
New business: the June election: no candidate for Cemetery District Trustee. Mr White said he would be willing to serve a one-year term. Action: Mr White appointed to a one-year term.
— Disaster debris management: the County wants names in its template. Action: provided.

— Auditor’s engagement letter, MeDOT road-sign forms, Lincoln County recycling agreement, and John Jones’s veteran’s exemption for for signature. Action: signed.

— Warrant article for spending grant money: Don suggests added wording. Action: approved.

— Disposal of property: Mr Collins reported that Jim Coombs would like to know how to dispose of the old container when the new one arrives. All agreed that it should be advertised. Action: process and list of items to be developed.
Scheduled appointments:  the Harbormaster, George Dufour, and the chair of the Harbor Committee, John Teller, came in to review the status of Chad Strater’s boat and to have all concerned sign a letter demanding removal. Action: signed.

Public comment:  none.
Executive session:  none.
Adjournment:  on motion, the Selectmen voted to adjourn at 9pm.
