
BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN
Minutes of the Selectmen’s Meeting, 8 July 2009  
Dolores Pinette called the meeting to order at 7pm with Geoff Birdsall and Charles Collins present. Don Ludgin and Bob Trabona joined them. 
Organization of the New Board:  Charles Collins was elected as chair for the 2009-10 year. 
Minutes of the meetings: Selectmen approved minutes of the 10 Jun and 24 Jun 09 meetings.

Warrants; property transfers: Selectmen signed the warrants and reviewed property transfers. 

Correspondence:  Letter from Fred Kahrl regarding the garden adjacent to the school and the Faith Jessup Kahrl heirs request to change the venue of the garden (including the granite memorial stone) to the Georgetown Historical Society. Action: noted. Copy of letter from Peter Bacon dtd Sept 2008 re: property in Five Islands and its valuation. Action:  it appears that there was no abatement request application completed but the assessor did take into consideration the fire that occurred in October of 2007 (building value decreased from  07/08 to 08/09 by $60,100), Mary will write to Peter advising of that.  Selectmen also asked Bob Trabona, CEO to call Peter regarding a building permit for the destroyed garage and the grandfathering of that non conforming building.  Note from concerned citizen. Action:  Selectmen felt no response necessary.  Other correspondence: Letter from working league regarding use of the church for the fair Action: approved, Town Atty regarding SZO remand to DEP Action: noted. Other papers filed or recycled as appropriate.
Old business:  Appointments: the Selectmen signed appointments for Code Enforcement Officer and Plumbing Inspector Robert Trabona, Mike Kreindler from Arrowsic as his deputy.  Reed Fulton as Forest Warden:  George Dufour as Harbormaster:  Jane Whittaker as Health Officer; Jon Hentz as Shellfish Warden, Larry Mann as Fire Chief.  The Selectmen voted not to reappoint Larry as Animal Control Officer and instead will post the vacancy.
— Haddock-Montgomery: letter from Town Atty to Cliff Goodall, atty for Haddock-Montgomery requesting they withdraw the appeal to the BOA so the case can move forward with plan for remediation.

— Letter from Verrill Dana, attys for Elder/MacIver to CEO regarding the Hudson case: Selectmen agreed that no action needs to be taken by the CEO and that the permit issued stands. Action: Selectmen will  write letter to that effect to be signed by Mr Birdsall.  

— Abatement requests: still no word. Action: Charlie will call Bill Van Tuinen again.

— Aleada Pinkham house: Bob reported that it will take about 18 sheets of plywood to board up every opening. Action: Selectmen agreed to put the house out for sealed bid. A quitclaim deed will be given for the Town’s interest in the property.

— Title to Town woodlot: note from John Wood referring to letter from Sally Davis on title work and requesting a preliminary budget of $500. Action: Selectmen approved; Charlie will contact John. 
— Travel trailers at the Sagadahoc Bay Campground: Bob reported in the there are 5 park model trailers (to be assessed as real estate); 4 owned by Kosalka and 1 owned by Steele.  There are 5 other trailers (to be excised as trailers); 1 is leaving, 1 is currently registered and 3 do not have registrations. Action: Town Clerk to be asked to write letters to 3 owners of the unregistered  trailers.
—Responses from holding tank owner: none 
New business: Ad for surplus equipment  Action: approved to be sent to newspapers.
— Request for information from Maine State Police for concealed weapons permit. Action: signed .

— Update on Richards Library - the damage to the floor will be covered by insurance Action: the money will be received by the Treasurer and disbursed to the Richards Library. The library will need to show support (copies of bills) for the usage of the insurance proceeds to the Selectmen.
— GA Training in Augusta -- August 5, Mary may attend.  Action: approved.
— MMA Annual Election ballot . Action: signed.
— Board of Appeals decision on John Peterson case.  Action: noted.
Scheduled appointments: George Dufour, Harbormaster, John Teller, Chair, Harbor Committee, and Sam Lawson came in to discuss Chad Strater’s boat still illegally moored in Five Islands Harbor. George reports that Chad received the letter but has failed to comply with the date to remove the boat (03Jul09), which is on Sam’s mooring without his permission. We are within our rights to begin assessing fees but are more concerned about getting rid of the boat, and freeing up Sam’s mooring for his use. George will look for a salvager so that the Town will have no responsibility for or charges for the salvager to handle it. Action: George was asked to check around for a salvager willing to take on the project and report back to the board at their 22Jul09 meeting. 
— Sam Lawson came in to discuss his clam license: he did not get the conservation time required done for his license, but the shellfish committee voted to ok his without it.  They need Selectmen approval to grant it.  Action: Sam to have statement provided as to why he could not complete his time, and the Town Clerk to be questioned as to availability of license.
