
BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN
Minutes of the Selectmen’s Meeting, 22 July 2009        
Charles Collins called the meeting to order at 7pm with Geoff Birdsall and Dolores Pinette present. Don Ludgin and Bob Trabona joined them. 
Minutes of the meetings: Selectmen approved minutes of the 8 Jul meeting.

Warrants; property transfers: Selectmen signed the warrants and reviewed property transfers. 

Correspondence:  Letter from County to Treasurer with a listing  of outstanding county debt and our portion of it ($1,246,044.) Letter from MeDEP approving the amendments to the SZO as adopted at Town Meeting 13 Jun 09.  Signed agreement with Lincoln County Recycling for 2009-2010 fiscal year  Other correspondence: MeDEP invite to attend meeting on State’s Brownfields and Voluntary Action Response Programs; Letter from Rosalie Tyler Paul regarding the one day workshop offered by the Democracy school; Memo from Bruce MacDonald regarding the petition to repeal the new State Tax Reform Law and a request not to sign petition.   Minutes: TOPMB 16Jun09, Board of Appeals Hearing 24Jun09, Board of Appeals 29Jun09, Planning Board 01Jul09 and 02Jul09, Conservation Commission 22Jun09, and Solid Waste Committee 11Jun09.  No action needed all papers filed, posted, or recycled as appropriate.
Old business:  Appointments: the Selectmen signed appointments for Kate MacKay, Board of Appeals; John Swift, Finance Advisory Committee; Peteris Kruze and David Moyes , Harbor Committee; Howard Heald as alternate member, Harbor Committee; Theresa Pinkham, Recreation Committee; John Holt as alternate member, Shellfish Conservation Committee; and Karren Cowing, Solid Waste Management Committee.  Mr Birdsall also had a conversation with Larry Mann and based on that discussion it was voted to reappoint him as Animal Control Officer; that appointment was also signed.
Selectmen directed Assistant to write letter of thanks to Maggie Brown-Koller for her work on the Solid Waste Management Committee.

— Gunnell Appeal: continued until 25 Aug 09 @ 3pm

— Haddock-Montgomery: no word yet from attorneys
— Hudson MacIver: Selectmen received copy of letter from legal counsel to Verrill Dana LLP stating Selectmen response last week was sufficient and the Town will take no further action.

— SZO: No word yet from DEP

— Ad for sale of Aleada Pinkham house:  ad approved by Selectmen; AttS will confer with MMA on wording and advertise for sealed bids.  
— Abatement requests:  all but one have been received from Bill VanTuinen and were reviewed, approved or denied by Selectmen.
— Title to Town woodlot: John Wood will meet with the TOPMB at their next meeting to discuss further work to be done.
— Travel trailers at the Sagadahoc Bay Campground: note from Town Clerk that she will send letters to the owners of record.
—Responses from holding tank owner: none 
— Appraisal of Eileen Stevenson lot:  Charlie has spoken with the appraiser and they will set up a time to walk the property.  Mark Farrow will likely join them.

— Clam license for Sam Lawson:  have not received doctor’s note from Sam.  If the note is received, the Town Clerk has been authorized by the Shellfish Conservation Committee, MeDMR, and the Selectmen to issue a residential commercial license to him.

New business: Deed for Mountainside Cemetery lot 256 signed

— Addressing officer confirmation signed
— Request from Solid Waste Management Committee to approve new gate to be put in for the scrap metal area.  Selectmen approved the request
— New Emergency Response and Pandemic Flu Plan reviewed and signed by Selectmen.  A few changes need to be made to the contact list.  

— Bay Point Road paving:  Dale intends to begin work in August.  The Selectmen need to see a breakdown of costs for the project.

Scheduled appointments: George Dufour, Harbormaster, and John Teller, Chair, Harbor Committee, came in to discuss Chad Strater’s boat still illegally moored in Five Islands Harbor.  George has come up with a vessel removal plan that was discussed and revised. The process includes MeDMR issuing a summons to Chad for: abandonment of a watercraft, failure to obey an order to remove from the Harbormaster, littering in a waterway, and trespassing.  At the time of summons Chad will be required to prove ownership; if unable to do so, the Harbormaster will assume custody of the vessel.  If he can prove ownership the Harbormaster will request that he surrender the boat for disposal.  George will arrange to have it towed, and Mr Collins offered the use of his property on Todd’s Bay to have it dismantled there, instead of having to haul it up around the Town Dock area.  The condition of use is that it MUST be removed.  Alex Hadden has volunteered to help dismantle.   George has spoken with DEP and their concern is of course the fuel on board, which George reports is minimal.  The intent is to remove  gas before hauling out.  The boat will be dismantled, parts sold, and the rest demolished or burned by the Fire Department.  The Selectmen also authorized the assessment of a $100 per day fine to be charged from the date of notification (19Jun09) until it is removed. 
Hugh Nazor came in to discuss the lack of notification for the paving of Indian Point Road.
