— Title to Town woodlot: no news from meeting between TOPMB and John Wood  Action: in TOPMB hands.
— Travel trailers at the Sagadahoc Bay Campground: note from Town Clerk that she has sent letters to the owners of record, requesting that they register in their towns. Action: none
––Excise Tax on documented boats:  Tax Collector has written letter informing owners of the lien process and is awaiting response.  They have until 30 September 09 to take care of it.  Action:  none
—Responses from holding tank owner: DeWitt and McCarty Action: noted and filed 
— Appraisal of Eileen Stevenson lot:  Charlie has spoken with the appraiser and they are not taking private work at this time.  He will pick up paperwork from Associated Appraisers and take them elsewhere and will advise.
––Update on Richards Library:  David and Nancy Barney came in to report that they are working hard on the building and that 80-85% of the subflooring is complete and next week the work is scheduled to begin on the oak flooring.  They are in need of the insurance check to pay the bills.  Action:  Selectmen approved.  

— Bay Point Road paving:  pre-work has begun -- still awaiting estimate for paving Action: Mary to call Dale.

 New business:  Dolores had a conversation with Chad Campbell, Chair of the Shellfish Conservation Committee, and he has requested that the survey of all the clam flats in town, done a few years ago, be redone. He met with one of the local wardens and the federal program inspector and they feel this needs  to be done very soon.  Mary will contact Bob Trabona and ask him to contact Chad and set up a plan to complete this.  
––Jon Hentz has requested use of the town computers. Action:  Mary to inform him they are available while the Town Office is open.

––Dolores asked if any action had been taken on the Ira and Stephanie Pinkham oil spill bill.  Mary has all the paperwork to get the process started but has been dragging her feet hoping that they would take care of it themselves and not have to resort to court action, however it is obvious that is not the case so she will move it up the list of priorities.
––Selectmen requested that Mary contact George Dufour to get an update on the Strater boat in Five Islands Harbor.  
—Opening of sealed bid from RC Rogers for the 40 yard open top container.  Bid received for $750.00 from RC Rogers - on motion accepted and approved by Selectmen Action:  Mary to contact Craig to work out details.
––Mary spoke with the Selectmen regarding the Town Office sign on the building and the trees that are in front of it.  Selectmen authorized the removal of the trees and directed Mary to contact James Peacock about the sign repair (it was the consensus that he is the one that did the sign originally). It was also discussed to replant the front with hydrangea to coincide with the school. 
Scheduled appointments: Stephen Mace came in to discuss his willingness to be on the Conservation Commission.  Selectmen thanked him and appointed him to the committee.
Public comment:  Rusty White was in to discuss the Cemetery Committee and asked about documents. Mary has spoken with Clayton and will work out arrangements to have one of Charlie’s crew help get them to the town office, and will advise Rusty when they are here.
