 Abatement requests:  homestead exemption missed on Browning, Ellen & George . Action: signed

 Copy of letter to Dept of Marine Resources from the Shellfish Committee with results of the recent informal shoreline  survey of Heal’s Eddy and Sagadahoc Bay.  Action:  noted and filed.
 Email from Jack Swift regarding an apparently abandoned trailer at the intersection of Bay and Kennebec Point Roads.     
Action:  Consensus is that someone placed it there with the intention of retrieving and disposing of it if not taken.
 Note from Board of Environmental Protection (BEP), dtd 16 Nov 09, to Skip Stinson regarding the BEP decision on our Shoreland Zoning Ordinance.  BEP confirmed the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP)  decision (denied us) on Condition #1 (our definition of “developed areas”) and vacated the DEP decision on Condition #2 (change of zoning to RP) at least for now, as proper notification was not given to affected landowners. They indicate that RP will be readdressed by them.  The Town has 30 days (from 11 Nov) to appeal.  Action:  discussion ensued and members of the Planning Board, upon dismissal of their meeting,  joined the Selectmen to review the outcome and determine next steps.  Action:  Planning Board will solicit input from the 14 property owners affected.  Planning Board and Selectmen will meet with legal counsel on Monday 30 Nov at 7 pm.
