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Minutes of January 20, 2010, Meeting

Chair Kate MacKay called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
Members present, despite the snowfall of the century: Chair Kate MacKay, Secretary Dave Fluharty, and Full members Ole Jaeger and Jack Swift.
Members Absent: Full member Lindsay Dorney and Alternate member Chester Horne.
Others present: None.
The Chair declared a quorum was present.

Minutes of January 13, 2010, Meeting.
· Board members reviewed the minutes of its January 13 meeting, making several corrections.

· Motion: To accept the January 13 meeting minutes as amended.
Moved by Ole, second by Jack. Vote: 4-0 for approval.

Ordinance Revisions.

· Dave distributed proposed revisions to town ordinances, which were based on Board discussions at its January 13 meeting. Members discussed the changes and modified the handouts, which included the specific revisions and reasons for them.

· The Board agreed to proceed as described below for the indicated revision subjects and ordinances:
(1) Variance request procedures in the Board of Appeals Ordinance, the Building Permit Ordinance (BPO), the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance (SZO), the Floodplain Management Ordinance (FMO) and the Wireless Communications Facilities Ordinance.

(2) Small Accessory Structure Variances in the BPO and SZO.

· Dave will edit the handouts for both (1) and (2) as members agreed during the meeting, and elaborate on reasons for the proposed ordinance revisions in the endnotes.

· Dave will prepare a draft memorandum to the Planning Board to forward the proposed revisions. He will email it to members for their review so the Board can approve the revisions and the memo at its January 27 meeting.

(3) Dwelling unit definitions in the BPO, the SZO, and the Minimum Lot Size Ordinance,
· The “Residential Dwelling Unit” definition in the SZO was problematic in two recent appeals. Members attempted to develop a revised definition, but became concerned that the changes might affect Planning Board and Code Enforcement Officer administration of these ordinances.
· Dave will prepare a draft memorandum to the Planning Board describing the problems, and requesting their suggestions. He will email it to members for their review so the Board can approve the memo at its January 27 meeting.

(4) Disability Variances for vehicle storage and parking in the BPO and SZO.

· In its 2009 session the legislature expanded municipal authority for disability storage to include vehicle storage and parking. Dave had prepared draft ordinance revisions to include these provisions.

· Members were concerned that, as a matter of policy, the Board of Selectmen (BOS) should decide whether to propose the provisions to the Planning Board and ultimately to Town Meeting.
· Dave will draft a memorandum to the BOS and email it to members for their review so the Board can approve the memo at its January 27 meeting.

· Jack described the application of BOA Ordinance §II.B.3, which authorizes the Board “To approve the issuance of a special exception permit or conditional use permit in strict compliance with any applicable Town ordinance.” The SZO allows the Planning Board to approve special exceptions in two particular situations. The FMO allows the Planning Board to approve conditional uses in three particular situations. With approval authority clearly the Planning Board’s, with no authority in town ordinances for BOA approval, and with authority sufficiently stated in the SZO and FMO that aggrieved parties can appeal to the BOA, the Board will delete §II.B.3 in its revisions to the BOA Ordinance.
· Dave will include this change in the BOA Ordinance for the annual Town Meeting.
