· Members discussed proposed revisions to town ordinances for the subjects noted in (1) and (2) below, and a draft memorandum to the Planning Board.
(1) Variance request procedures in the Board of Appeals Ordinance, the Building Permit Ordinance (BPO), the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance (SZO), the Floodplain Management Ordinance (FMO) and the Wireless Communications Facilities Ordinance.

(2) Small Accessory Structure Variances in the BPO and SZO.

· Members modified the proposed revisions and memorandum. Dave will edit the documents, and email them to members for comment.
· Members discussed ordinance revisions proposed for disability variances, which incorporate recent state statute revisions into town ordinances. The statutes appear to replace the normal “undue hardship” criteria with the disability variance procedures. Jack will query MMA legal staff to confirm that conclusion.
· Members discussed and modified a draft memorandum to the Board of Selectmen concerning disability variances for vehicle storage and parking in the BPO and SZO, and requesting their decision about revising those ordinances. Dave will edit the memorandum, and the Board will consider it at its next meeting in view of the MMA reply to Jack’s query noted above.
· Members discussed and modified a draft memorandum to the Planning Board calling to its attention problems it and the BOA had encountered with the dwelling unit definition in the SZO. Dave will edit the memorandum, and Kate will forward it to the Planning Board.

· Members reviewed guidelines for applicants filing an administrative appeal.
· Lindsay will revise the guidelines, and email them to members for consideration at the next meeting.
