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Minutes of March 4, 2009 Meeting

Chair Kate MacKay called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

· Members present: Chair Kate MacKay, Secretary Dave Fluharty, Full Members Ole Jaeger and Jack Swift, and Alternate Members Chester Horne and Lindsay Dorney.
· Absent: None
· Others present:

· Bob Trabona, Code Enforcement Officer and Chair, Financial Advisory Committee.

· David Moyes, Financial Advisory Committee.

The Chair declared a quorum was present and welcomed Lindsay to the Board.
Finances.
· David Moyes thanked the Board for its time to discuss its FY 2008-2009 and 2009-2010 budgets.

· He distributed the Board’s current budget and a “Transactions by Account” for the BOA through February 28.

· David confirmed that the March 11 Town Meeting warrant would include an increase in the BOA budget from $1100 to $2000 to cover expenses for the many appeals heard this fiscal year.

· Board members noted that the $284.25 expense for the Times-Record should apply to another line item, perhaps the Planning Board. David said he would discuss with the Town Treasurer.
· David noted that the goal was no increase in the overall Town Budget for FY 2009-2010. The Board of Selectmen had sent a memo to all committee chairs, which described town policies and the timetable for budget submission. Kate had just received the memo.
· Kate will make the budget an agenda item for a meeting in late March to provide information for the first deadline. Dave will inform David of the meeting date.

· The Board and David discussed the fact that many expenses depend on the number of appeals it hears. The Board must forecast a number for FY 2009-2010, however difficult.

January 30 Minutes.
· Board members noted several changes, which Dave will make for the distributed copies.

· Motion: To accept the January 30 meeting minutes as amended. Moved by Jack, second by Chester. Vote: 6-0 for approval.
David Hudson Building Permit.
· Jinanne Elder and Kenneth MacIver have filed suit concerning Town actions related to their 2008 appeal and the subsequent reconsideration. Don Ludgin has forwarded all Town records (including BOA files) to the Town Attorney, but the original Planning Board building permit is missing. Via a March 3 email Bob Trabona had asked Board members to check if anyone had the file.
· Kate asked members to look through their personal notes, and advise Bob and Don Ludgin if they find the original building permit.
· Chester had copies with him, which he provided to Don. They were copies and Don is seeking the originals, and preferably the file itself.
Indian Point Association Administrative Appeal.
· Kate and Dave had examined the original appeal application, and found two deficiencies. Dave had requested Mr. Nazor provide 7 copies of the application and a statement authorizing him to represent the Association. He had complied with those requests.
· Motion: That the application of Hugh Nazor on behalf of the Indian Point Association is complete. Moved by Jack, second by Ole. Vote: 6-0 for approval.

· After coordination with members, Kate set the hearing for 10:00 a.m. on March 18, 2009, and the meeting for the decision for 10:00 a.m. on March 30, 2009.

· In his February 26, 2009, letter, the Code Enforcement Officer provided a corrected letter to Mr. Nazor. The Board will clarify this matter at the hearing.
· Nearly all the abutters are Association members. Dave will advise Mr. Nazor to consider his notice of the hearing as notification of all Association members.

· Dave will determine non-Association abutters and send them notice of the hearing.

Revisions to the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance (SZO).
· All Board members were concerned that the SZO revision to be voted on at the March 11 Town Meeting severely limits abutter notification. Individual members had additional concerns. After much discussion, it was decided that the Board would not take a position on the SZO as a whole, but all were agreed that we have concerns about abutters’ access to the process.

Secretary Tasks, BOA Ordinance Revision, and Application Forms.
· Without time to consider these agenda items, the Board tabled them to the next meeting. Kate asked members to review and forward comments to Dave via email, who will present them at that meeting.
