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Minutes of April 3, 2009 Meeting

Chair Kate MacKay called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

· Members present: Chair Kate MacKay, Secretary Dave Fluharty, Full Members Ole Jaeger and Jack Swift, and Alternate Member Lindsay Dorney.
· Absent: Alternate Member Chester Horne.
· Others present: None.
The Chair declared a quorum was present.

March 27 and March 30 Minutes.
· Board members reviewed the minutes making corrections to the March 27 minutes.
· Board Members completed all action items noted in the March 27 minutes. Dave will attach the appropriate email correspondence to the file copy of those minutes.

· Motion: To accept the March 27 meeting minutes as amended.
Moved by Jack, second by Ole. Vote: 5-0 for approval.

· Motion: To accept the March 30 minutes.
Moved by Lindsay, second by Jack. Vote: 5-0 for approval.
Business from March 18 Minutes.
· Board members discussed Attachment B to the March 18 hearing minutes. During the hearing Kate had specifically commented addressed items 8, a-d, and members had discussed them. Several members noted that items 9-11 had not been discussed during the hearing. Dave said he had distributed the whole sheet that was included as Attachment B, and had referred to the content of items 9 through 11. The record did not include references to the specific items in his comments.
· Motion: To amend the March 18 hearing minutes to remove from Attachment B references to items 9, 10, and 11.

· Moved by Jack, second by Ole. Jack, Lindsay, Ole, and Kate voted in favor of the motion, and Dave in opposition.

· The Board asked Dave to advise all to whom he distributed the hearing minutes that the Board had passed this motion at its April 3 meeting.

Preparation for April 9 Board of Selectmen Meeting.
· Kate distributed “An Amendment for the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance,” which she had presented to the Planning Board at its April 1 meeting. She then read her “Report from meeting with Planning Board,” which is attached.
· During that meeting Bob Trabona mentioned a letter from the Town Attorney in which he recommended that abutters should get notification. After some discussion, Bob said he would try to get a copy for Kate. After the Planning Board meeting, Bob emailed her a copy, which is also attached.
· In the last paragraph of his letter, Carl Stinson, the Town Attorney, states, “I will reiterate…that in my opinion all abutters of any property being reviewed by the Planning Board or ZBA should get written notice of an hearing.”

· Some felt that the Planning Board might not hold “hearings” as Mr. Stinson meant the term. Jack will call him for clarification.
· At the Board of Selectmen’s April 9 meeting Kate will emphasize abutter notification as presented to the Planning Board and in the Town attorney’s letter.

Board of Appeals Ordinance Revision.
· The Board reviewed Dave’s draft revised ordinance. Dave will make the suggested changes, and distribute via email for the Board’s review at its April 20 meeting.
· Before Dave leaves Sunday for a three week trip, he will try to contact Don Ludgin to discuss the format for submittal to the Selectmen at their April 22 meeting. That meeting is the last opportunity to have it included in the May 6 public hearing on provisional warrant items.
