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Minutes of May 1, 2009 Meeting

Chair Kate MacKay called the meeting to order at 09:56 a.m.

· Members present: Chair Kate MacKay, Secretary Dave Fluharty, Full Members Ole Jaeger and Jack Swift, and Alternate Members Chester Horne and Lindsay Dorney.
· Others present: None.
Quorum and Voting.

· The Chair declared a quorum was present.
· The Chair assigned Chester as a full member for this meeting and for the John Peterson application or appeal until the case is decided.
April 20 Minutes.
· Board members reviewed the minutes and offered no corrections.
· Motion: To accept the April 20 minutes.
Moved by Ole, second by Jack. Vote: 5-0 for approval.
John Peterson Appeal Application.
· Board members reviewed Mr. Peterson’s application and noted several information deficiencies. They were also concerned about timeliness, but additional information could influence that decision. Specific concerns included:

· The application appeals “the refusal to grant a plumbing permit,” but lacks a copy of a plumbing permit application and an official denial or evidence of a failure to act. So the Board can evaluate the permit application, it must also have copies of prior plumbing or waste water disposal permits. Please provide seven copies of

· The application also notes an appeal of an action by the Code Enforcement Officer, but many of the actions noted are by the Local Plumbing Inspector. In Georgetown, Mr. Robert Trabona holds both positions, but each has distinct authority and responsibilities, and appeals procedures. What​ever role applies, the Board needs documentation of official actions to provide context for any ordinance interpretation regarding dwelling units. Please provide seven copies of official actions if different from those related to the plumbing permit application discussed above.

· The Board of Appeals Ordinance requires filing of an appeal of an administrative action within 30 days of that action. When the Board receives the official denial for the plumbing permit, or documentation of other action, it will determine whether the application is timely.

· Motion: The application is neither complete nor timely, and the Secretary should so notify the applicant.
· Moved by Jack, second by Ole. Vote: 5-0 for approval.
· Dave will write a letter to Mr. Peterson informing him of the deficiencies.

Preparation for the May 6 Public Hearing.
· Kate and Jack described their meeting with the Board of Selectmen (BOS) concerning revisions to the Board of Appeals Ordinance. After the meeting Don made some “formatting” changes, and Jack provided an annotated version to the BOS. Jack and Dave will check the Don’s copy to ensure it is current.
· Dave will respond to participant questions at the hearing.
· The BOS received a petition, with over 100 signatures, for abutter notification changes to the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance. Kate and Jack understand it will be on the Town Meeting warrant.
