Minutes of the April 28, 2010, Meeting.
· Board members reviewed the minutes of its April 28 meeting.
Motion: To accept the April 28 meeting minutes as amended.
Moved by Jack, second by Ole. Vote: 4-0 for approval.
· Chester arrived after the vote on the minutes. Kate noted the absence of Lindsay, and assigned Chester to act as a full member for the rest of this meeting.
Ordinance Revision Proposals.

· Kate reported that 27 citizens attended the May 5 ordinance revisions hearing. She gave her presentation for the BOA Ordinance changes, and no one asked questions.

· Kate briefed members on other changes to town ordinances, including the retention of the word “sleeping” in the “dwelling” definitions of various ordinances. Dave asked her to confirm that she had discussed with the Board of Selectmen (BOS) that accessory structures designated as offices or studios would probably not be dwellings. She read from her April 14 presentation to the BOS, which included advising them that if a structure “has no bed in it, it can’t be called a residential dwelling unit.” She had left the decision about the definitions to the BOS. In reply to a member’s question, she noted that the Code Enforcement Officer (CEO) had attended that meeting.
Rules of Procedure.

· Members reviewed the draft Dave had distributed by email. It made revisions, which Dave will include in a revised draft and distribute to members.
Possible Appeal.

· Kate informed members that the architect for a client in Georgetown had advised her that his surveyor was in China. She recommended he file an application within 30 days of the CEO’s decision as required in the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance.
· Dave confirmed he would leave for a four week trip on May 26. Chester advised that he could not act as a full member for this appeal. In anticipation of the application, Kate set a meeting date of May 24 to determine whether it was complete.

· If the Board must meet after May 26, Ole will serve as Secretary. Board members agreed they should not discuss any other matters until it receives an application.

· Kate set 10:00, Monday, May 24 as the Board’s next meeting. The agenda will be adminis​tra​tive matters, and review of an appeal application if received. [Later changed to May 25.]
