Minutes of July 24, 2009 Meeting

Chair Kate MacKay called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

· Members present: Chair Kate MacKay, Secretary Dave Fluharty, Full Members Ole Jaeger, Jack Swift and Lindsay Dorney
· Absent Member: Alternate Member Chester Horne.
· Others present: Sam Brush, Town of Georgetown resident, and Mark Gray(sp), State of Maine Bureau of Parks and Lands, during meeting as described in “Reid State Park” below.
· The Chair declared a quorum was present.

July 7 Meeting Minutes.
· Board members reviewed the minutes of the July 7 meeting, making corrections to reflect what occurred during the meeting.

· Motion: To accept the July 7 meeting minutes as amended.
Moved by Ole, second by Jack. Vote: 5-0 for approval.

· Dave will make the agreed upon changes, email the amended minutes to members, distribute to Town Officials, and file the originals in the Town Office BOA file.

John P. Peterson Appeal and June 29 Hearing Minutes.
· Dave and Kristin had made changes agreed upon at the July 7 meeting on different drafts. Dave had distributed just Kristin’s changes. He has combined all known changes into one draft, and will email it to mem​bers for review. After member review, he will distribute the revision to Town Officials, and file the minutes in the Peterson appeal folder.

· Board members had signed the amended decision document in the Town Office, and Dave had filed copies to Mr. Peterson and abutters and emailed them to Town Officials and Board members.
Wanda Haddock Appeal.

· At its July 7 meeting the Board decided to consider the Haddock appeal as pending until such time that it receives more information. It has since received no additional information.
· Dave has filed the originals of the documents discussed at the July 7 meeting in the Haddock appeal folder.

Mike and Alison Bonney Variance Appeal.

· After its July 7 meeting the Board received a July 8 letter from Mike and Alison Bonney requesting a variance appeal.

· With the Chair’s approval, Dave wrote them a letter informing them that they must complete an application. Via email to Dave, Alison Bonney acknowledged receipt of the letter and advised that they would complete the application after they returned from vacation in mid-August.

Application Form Revisions.

· At its July 7 meeting, Board members reviewed and discussed proposed revisions to the Application for an Administrative Appeal, the Application for a Variance, and the Application for a Disability Variance. After the meeting Dave had edited the drafts, and emailed them to members.

· The Board made additional changes to those forms and to the Application for Reconsidera​tion. Dave will make the changes and email to members for consideration at a future meeting.

Richard and Carol Stark Variance Appeal.

· The Board received an application for a variance appeal from Richard P. and Carol J. Start, that the Town Clerk had received on July 20.

· Dave informed the Board that, having just received the application, he had not reviewed it for completeness. He noted that the applicants had provided only the original application and that the July 20 application filing date was more than 30 days after the Code Enforcement Officer’s June 8 letter of application denial.
· The Board asked Dave to complete his review and to write the applicants a letter informing them of actions needed to complete their application.
Reid State Park
· At about 11:05, Sam Brush, a Georgetown resident, entered the meeting. The Chair recog​nized Mr. Brush, who then advised the Board that a contractor was building a new bath house at the shore end of the Griffiths Head parking lot at Reid State Park. The contractor had only a plumbing permit, and he asked if the contractor also needed a building permit. He had called the Code Enforcement Officer, but had to leave voice mail. The Board suggested he call John Evans, the Chair of the Planning Board, and continue to try to reach the Code Enforcement Officer. Mr. Brush departed at about 11:15.
· At about 11:55 Mr. Brush returned to advise that he had talked to a state engineer, and had not been able to contact Mr. Evans. The Board suggested he contact Selectperson Dolores Pinette at the Country Store. Mr. Brush then left the meeting.

· At about 12:10, Mark Gray, a state Bureau of Parks and Lands engineer, entered the meeting, and the Chair recognized him. He noted that he had relied on the bath house con​struction contractor to obtain all needed permits, but the contractor might not have done so. The Board suggested he contact the Planning Board Chair and the Code Enforcement Officer. Mr. Gray then left the meeting.
