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Minutes of July 28, 2010, Meeting

Chair Kate MacKay called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
Members present: Chair Kate MacKay, Secretary Dave Fluharty, Full members Ole Jaeger, Jack Swift, and Lindsay Dorney.
Members Absent: Alternate member Chester Horne
Others present:

Kate declared a quorum was present.

Minutes of the July 14, 2010, Meeting.
· Board members reviewed the minutes of its July 14 meeting and made several changes. 
Motion: To accept the July 14 meeting minutes as amended.
Moved by Ole, second by Lindsay. Vote: 5-0 for approval.

BOA Jurisdiction on Stop Work Orders.
· Kate asked members to continue its discussion from the July 14 meeting concerning BOA jurisdiction for hearing appeals of stop work orders. Members discussed Jack’s draft of proposed revisions to the Building Permit Ordinance (BPO) to make clear that the BOA has jurisdiction for enforcement actions, including stop work orders. Ole and Dave had forwarded comments, which members also discussed. They emphasized that stop work orders must remain in effect during the entire appeal process. The Board agreed on its proposed changes to BPO ¶10.c. The Board asked Dave to ask MMA about the standard of review for the language in the ordinance.
· Jack described his proposed new BPO ¶10.d for reconsideration of appeal decisions. Members agreed to recommend a new ¶10.d and to change the existing ¶10.d for Superior Court Appeals to ¶10.e.
Building Permit Ordinance (BPO) Matters.

· 30-A M.R.S.A. §4103. Dave noted that the Planning Board’s proposed BPO revisions included an increase in building permit application fees. Town officials desired early passage of the revised BPO to begin collecting the increased fees. He recommended that the Board table his proposed changes related to 30-A M.R.S.A. §4103 to a later date, and the Board concurred.
· Aggrieved Party Definition. Dave described the deficiencies in the current BPO §14 definition of “aggrieved party,” and proposed changes to correct them. Members agreed to recommend the revised definition to the Planning Board.
· Nonconforming Structures. Dave described several problems with the proposed BPO provisions related to nonconforming structures. After some discussion, the Board concluded it could not complete consideration of the proposed changes at this meeting and agreed to take it up at its next meeting.
· Members asked Dave to edit the revisions to reflect the Board’s decisions, and to email the proposed changes to members. The Board also agreed to table similar changes to the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance to a later meeting, and asked Dave to note that future action in his email.

· Kate confirmed that the Board’s next meeting would be on Wednesday, August 4.
