Minutes for the Selectmen’s meeting Wednesday, February 10, 2010  
Charles Collins called the meeting to order at 7 pm with Geoff Birdsall  and Dolores Pinette  present.  Bob Trabona was also in attendance. 
Minutes of the meetings:  Selectmen approved minutes of the January 27, 2010 meeting. 
New bills; property transfers: Selectmen reviewed and signed bills and reviewed property transfers.
 Abatement Requests:  no new requests received.  Still awaiting word from Bill on ones he is working on.  Action: Mary to f/up with Bill.
Supplemental bills: Letters have gone out to Autumn View (11U-006); Landry (11U-001) and Russell (03R-036-M) for follow up in the spring.  Action: noted.
Correspondence:

 Copy of letter to Ira&Stephenie Pinkham in regards to balance on oil spill and TOPMB user fees.  Part of the oil spill was paid by them and a portion by the Fire Dept - the balance on the spill is interest and mail fees ($292.47).  The balance of the TOPMB is $980. unless the Board waives the skiff fees, as Ira uses Ronnie’s, in that case, the balance is $680. through December 31, 2009.  Action:  Mary to write a follow up to Ira and Stephenie. 
 Request for information from Owen Appraisal on Nature Conservancy lots (05R-006-E&F) re:  open space and cost to remove.  Action:  reviewed and response to be sent by Mary.
 Open Space Application from the Nature Conservancy to place 149.5 acres (11R-045&48), the Loring Conant Preserve into open space.  Action: application reviewed by Selectmen, this is 2 parcels with the North End Road in between, application must be separate for each parcel.  Mary to return to the Nature Conservancy.
 Funding requests:  received from Bath Area Seniors Activity Center ($850); Elmhurst ($1000); and the Midcoast Regional Redevelopment Authority.  Action: noted and forward to the FAC.
 Request from ME Campaign to bring our War $$ Home for placement in the annual Town Meeting Warrant. Action: denied.
 Copy of ltr from legal counsel to Nancy Macirowski, Asst Atty Gen, dtd Feb 8th, requesting a signature on the Stipulation of parties in regards to testimony from Mike Morse, DEP.   Action:  noted.
 Question from Jack Swift regarding cemeteries labeled on maps, some are and some are not.  Action: Selectmen stated the ones labeled are likely those that have been clearly determined to be cemeteries, and they should not be removed from the maps.

 Copy of ltr to Bob Trabona, CEO from Attys for the Karbiners’ opposing the recent Haddock applications due to go before the Planning Board.  Action: noted.
 Final Waste Water discharge licenses on Gentile ((01U-036) and White (01U-014,015,016).  Action: noted.
Also:  Notice of hearing from Workers’ Comp Board on 3/5/10; recycling numbers for January from Lincoln County Recycling; minutes of the Simplification Study-Policy Working Group - Standards & Costs subcommittee, for Friday Feb 5th; MeDOT Planning News, winter edition; and MMA Today newsletter dated Feb 10th; letter from MeEMA , they are starting a project to inventory and collect geospatial data. Eileen Stevenson lot (03R-033):  still has some work to be done. Action: Charlie contacting John Wood to determine our    right of way.  

Responses from owners of holding tanks: none.
New business: 

George Dufour came in to discuss the moorings in Five Islands Harbor.  Three commercial fishermen lost their moorings due to non payment of mooring fees.  Two of the three have other moorings available to them.  George stated that he does have Gotts Cove space available.  The Harbor Committee is meeting Thursday and he will update the Selectmen after that meeting.  Discussion also ensued regarding two non resident fishermen using the dock; one selling to Jim, and one using another’s mooring.  George is aware and has spoken to them.  Action:  noted.

The need to put the snowplowing agreement, which expires this year, on the next agenda was also discussed.

Town Report update:  Don Ludgin is working on Town Report and is still awaiting reports from Roads, Rec, SWC and GVFD and the Harbormaster.  Action:  the Selectmen want Mary doing Town Report.  She will discuss with Don.


Properties and some questions from owners and Mary.  Action:  Charlie will come in to review with Mary, and she will follow up.


Discussion on Town Meeting moderator.  For future action; we may want to consider a non resident to preside over Town Meeting. 

Scheduled Appointments:  7:30pm - Solid Waste Management Committee (Dave, Sharon, Alison and Ole) came in to discuss the need for additional personnel at the Transfer Station.  They have issues with: illegal dumping; in the UHW building each item needs to be logged in taking valuable time away from other tasks; the building for the attendants is fill of items not needed in the building, which is supposed to be the storage for tools; and various other items.  The personnel need to be available to inspect bags; give direction for placement of items and to patrol the area for items not acceptable at the Transfer Station.  We also should be doing annual reviews of personnel.  The Selectmen requested the SWMC to initiate the employee reviews; which the Selectmen will use to do the reviews.  The group left at 8:35pm

Executive session:  Selectmen went into executive session under 1 MRSA §405.6f to discuss an inquiry from State of Maine for concealed weapons permit.  Upon adjournment, Charlie signed the inquiry.
