The Department has modified area # 20 to reopen the Kennebec River discharge conditional areas, including Heal Eddy, due to water quality meeting the approved standard. Text of rule follows (struck text is being removed and underlined text is being added):
TITLE & TEXT OF RULE:  DMR Chapter 95.07(F), Area No. 20, Kennebec River and Tributaries
 A.  Effective immediately, because of pollution, it shall be unlawful to dig, take or possess any clams, quahogs, oysters or mussels taken from the shores, flats and waters of the following areas:
 1.  The Kennebec River and its tributaries, bounded by the shoreline and the following four lines:  (1) a line beginning at the south tip of Hockomock Pt. (Woolwich) running southeast to the north tip of Flying Pt. (Georgetown); (2) line beginning at the eastern end of Stony Brook Rd (Phippsburg), running east to a red painted post on the western shore of Lee Island ; (3) a line beginning at the south tip of Lee Island  running southeast to the northern tip of Squirrel Pt (Arrowsic), (4) a line beginning at a red painted post on the northeastern tip of Bald Head (Arrowsic) running southeast to a red painted post on shore at Rotunda Hill (West Georgetown).
2.   Mill Pond (Phippsburg) north of a line beginning at the first point of land approximately 200 feet south of the west corner of the Mill pond dam running northeast to the east corner of the dam.
3.   The lower Kennebec River, south of a line beginning at the ice breaker pilings in Georgetown running due west to a red painted post on Long Island AND west of a line beginning at the southeast tip of Bay Point (Georgetown) running south to the “5A” spindle at Jack Rock AND north of a line from the “5A” spindle running northwest to the east tip of Hunniwell Pt (Phippsburg) AND east of a line beginning at Hunniwell Pt running northeast to the south tip of Long Is.
4.   Wood Island within 500 feet of the eastern shore, from the north tip of the island to the south tip of the island.
 B.   Effective immediately, because of pollution, the shores, flats and waters of the lower Kennebec River, south of a line beginning at the eastern end of Stony Brook Rd (Phippsburg), running east to a red painted post on the western shore of Lee Island AND west of a line beginning at the south tip of Lee Island running southeast to the northern tip of Squirrel Pt (Arrowsic) AND west of a line beginning at a red painted post on the northeastern tip of Bald Head (Arrowsic) running southeast to a red painted post on the shore at Rotunda Hill (West Georgetown) AND north of a line beginning at a red painted post at Parker Head (Phippsburg) running due east to a red painted post at Marrtown (West Georgetown) are classified as “Conditionally Approved,” and shall be closed to the harvest of clams, quahogs, oysters and mussels from October 1 through December 31 AND shall be closed when river discharge meets or exceeds 30,000 cfs.  This area is currently CLOSED OPEN.
C.  Effective immediately, because of pollution, the shores, flats and waters of Wyman Bay, west of a line beginning at the northeast tip of Cox Head (Phippsburg), running north to the C”11” navigational buoy, the running due west to a red painted post on the shore of Phippsburg are classified as “Conditionally Approved,” and shall be closed to the harvest of clams, quahogs, oysters and mussels from October 1 through December 31 AND shall be closed when river discharge meets or exceeds 30,000 cfs. This area is currently CLOSED OPEN.
D.  Effective immediately, because of pollution, the shores, flats and waters of Todd Bay, Georgetown, west of a line beginning at a red painted post at Marrtown (West Georgetown), running due south to the north tip of Marr Island; AND east and north of a line beginning at the south tip of Marr Island, running southeast to the north tip of Long Island, then southeast to the north tip of Spinney Pt. (Georgetown) are classified as “Conditionally Approved”, and shall be closed to the harvest of clams, quahogs, oysters and mussels from September 1 through December 31 AND shall be closed when river discharge meets or exceeds 30,000 cfs.  This area is currently CLOSED OPEN.
E.  Effective immediately, because of pollution, the shores, flats and waters of the lower Kennebec River inside of a line drawn across the mouth of Atkins Bay from northwest tip of Sabino Head to the south tip of Little Cox Head are classified as “Conditionally Approved,” and shall be closed to the harvest of clams, quahogs, oysters and mussels when rainfall meets or exceeds 1.5” within a 24 hour period during the period October 1st through May 14th AND shall be closed when river discharge meets or exceeds 30,000 cfs.  This area is currently CLOSED OPEN.
F.  Effective immediately, because of pollution, the shores, flats and waters of Lower Kennebec River (Phippsburg and Georgetown) bound by the following lines: south and west of a line beginning at a red painted post at Parker Head (Phippsburg) running due east to a red painted post at Marrtown (West Georgetown), then running southeast to the northern tip and along the western shore of Marr Island (Georgetown), then running southeast to the north tip  and along the western shore of Long Island (Georgetown), then running southwest from the southern tip of Long Island to Fort Popham (Phippsburg); AND south and east of a line beginning at the first point of land approximately 200 feet south of the west corner of the Mill Pond dam and running northeast to the eastern corner of the dam; AND east and north of a line  beginning at the northeast tip of Cox Head (Phippsburg), running north to the C”11” navigational buoy, then running due west to a red painted post on the shore of Phippsburg; AND east of a line drawn across the mouth of Atkins Bay, from northwest tip of Sabino Head to the south tip of Little Cox Head (Phippsburg), are classified as “Conditionally Approved” and shall be closed when river discharge meets or exceeds 30,000 cfs.  This area is currently CLOSED OPEN.
G.   Effective immediately, because of pollution, the shores, flats and waters of the lower Kennebec River: south of a line starting at the northern tip of Long Island and running southeast to Spinney Pt (Georgetown) AND north of a line beginning at the ice breaker pilings in Georgetown and running due west to a red painted post on Long Island, are classified as “Conditionally Approved” and shall be closed when river discharge meets or exceeds 30,000 cfs.  This area is currently CLOSED OPEN.
H.  Effective immediately, because of pollution, the shores, flats and waters of Heal Eddy and Sagadahoc Bay (Georgetown): inside and shoreward of a line starting at the southeastern tip of Bay Point, then running southeast to the northern most tip of Stage Island, then running northeast to the tip of Indian Point, are classified as “Conditionally Approved” and shall be closed when river discharge meets or exceeds 60,000 cfs. Sagadahoc Bay is currently OPEN.  The flats and waters of Heal Eddy, inside and shoreward of a line running southeast from the southeastern tip of Bay Point to the northernmost tip of Stage Island are currently CLOSED. This area is currently OPEN.
