The Department has modified area # 21-D to reclassify the shellfish harvesting areas located off the eastern shore of Barter’s Island from “prohibited” to “approved”, due to the remediation of multiple septic system malfunctions. Text of rule follows (struck text is being removed and underlined text is being added): 
TITLE & TEXT OF RULE:  DMR Chapter 95.06(Z), Area No. 21-D, Sheepscot River (Westport Island, Edgecomb, Boothbay, Boothbay Harbor) 
Effective immediately, because of pollution, it shall be unlawful to dig, take or possess any clams, quahogs, oysters or mussels taken from the shores, flats and waters of the following areas: 
A.   Inside and easterly of a line beginning at the northern most point of land at the end of Greenleaf Road and running northwesterly to the southernmost tip of Fowle Point, Westport; AND south and west of a line beginning at Fowle Point, Westport running southeasterly to a red painted post placed on the northernmost tip of an unnamed point situated about 300 feet north of Rocky Point on the northwest shore of Barters Island, Boothbay. 
B.  Cross River (Edgecomb, Boothbay), inside and east of a line beginning at Cross Point, Edgecomb running southwest to a red painted post at the end of Stone Point Lane, Barter’s Island, Trevett; AND inside and west of a line from a red painted post on an unnamed point in Edgecomb running southwest to the northernmost tip of Barter’s Island. 
C. Eastern Lobe of Parsons Creek (Edgecomb), north of a line beginning at a prominent point of land that separates the east and west lobes of Parsons Creek, and running due east to the eastern shore.
D. Sherman Creek (Edgecomb, Boothbay), east of a line across the mouth of Sherman Creek.
E. Wildcat Creek (Boothbay), northeast of a line beginning at a red painted post located on the shore of a prominent point of land, west of the end of Deer Run Road, and extending northwest to the southernmost point of land southeast of the end of Burley Hill Road.
F. Cross River (Boothbay), south of a line beginning at a red painted post located on the shore of a prominent point of land, west of the end of Deer Run Road, and extending due west to a dock at the end of Twin Cove Road.
G. Sheepscot River (Westport Island and Boothbay) and Back River (Boothbay); (1) south and east of a line beginning at a red painted post located on the point of land 300 yards south of the mouth of McCarty Cove (Westport Island), then running due east to the end of Greenleaf Road (Barter’s Island); (2) south and west of a line beginning at the end of Crows Point Lane Day Road (Barter’s Island), extending south to the northernmost tip of Hodgdon Island; southeast to a red painted post off Tamarack Trail Rd. (3) north and east of a line beginning at the point of land at the northeast tip of Blake Cove (Westport Island), then running southeast to the northeast top of MacMahan Island, then running east to the red nun #12 buoy, then running northeast to the north tip of Spectacle Island (Boothbay Harbor), then continuing northeast to a red painted post on the northwest corner of Indiantown Island (Boothbay Harbor); (4) north of a line beginning at the Indiantown landing dock south of MacIntyre bridge (Boothbay Harbor), then extending west to a red painted post located on Indiantown Island (Boothbay Harbor).; (5) south of the Barter’s Island bridge.
