The Department has promulgated flood closure # 500, which closes the Maine coast between the Maine/NH border and Dyer Point, Cape Elizabeth due to rainfall exceeding 2 inches in a 24-hour period. Text of rule follows (struck text is being removed and underlined text is being added): 
TITLE & TEXT OF RULE:  DMR Chapter 95.11 Area No. 500, Coastal Maine
Effective immediately, because of pollution from heavy rainfall, it shall be unlawful to dig, take or possess any clams, quahogs, oysters, or mussels from all shores, flats and territorial waters of the Maine coast, east of a line extending south from the Maine/New Hampshire border and west of a line extending south from Dyer Point, Cape Elizabeth.
