MEETING;
Call to Order: Chairman John Jones called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. 
 
MINUTES:
Chairman John Jones opened a discussion about the minutes of December 15th, 2010. Chairman John Jones passed out the draft minutes and the attachments for review of the Board. 
Bud Grant removed himself from the vote citing previous involvement in the Montgomery-Haddock case. Chairman John Jones appointed Tom McCandless and Jack Schneider to voting members for the vote of the minutes. 
Tom McCandless moved to accept the minutes as presented in the draft with the attachments, this was seconded by Jason Lang. Rick Freeman continued the discussion by suggesting to the Board that the box text from the attachments be added into the minutes, so the public and Judge Horton would not have to fumble through the attachments while reviewing the minutes. Chairman John Jones explained to the Board that he had started to put the box text into the minutes but felt it made the minutes too cumbersome and that all the information was in the attachments for review. 
The Board then voted unanimously to accept the draft minutes of December 15th, 2010
 
Old Business:
Chairman John Jones handed out a letter that the Planning Board will be sending to Judge Horton regarding the remand of the Montgomery-Haddock case covered at the December 15th, 2010 meeting. The letter was based on a draft, prepared by the Town attorney. Chairman John Jones noted that the only info he added was the actual citing and finding that were previously approved by the Board. 
Rick Freeman continues the discussion by asking Chairman John Jones to add wording to be added and/or changed, also asking that the conclusion form the letter be changed to the wording from the Minutes of December 15th, 2010 finding of the Board regarding the Montgomery-Haddock remand. Chairman John Jones concluded the discussion by noting that the draft letter with the revised conclusion made will be reviewed by the Town attorney before it is mailed out. 
 
New Business:
CEO Bob Trabona passes out two handouts to the Board. CEO Bob Trabona then started a discussion on minimum road frontage, suggesting the Board decide if they want to pursue a accordance regarding minimum road frontage. Bud Grant moved to table the discussion till next meeting, this was seconded by Tom McCandless. The Board voted unanimously to this motion. 
Bud Grant returned to voting member and Jack Schneider returned to alternate member. 
CEO Bob Trabona started a discussion on Rights of ways, minimum width and again asking the Board if they wanted to look into this and if an ordnance is needed. 
CEO Bob Trabona started a discussion on Hoop garages/storage buildings, asking the Board if it wants to place these type of structures into the exceptions in the Building Permit Ordnance. 
CEO Bob Trabona opened a discussion regarding the definition of structure in the BPO and SZO. CEO Bob Trabona pointed out that the two ordinances differed slightly and asked if the Board would like him to draft a definition that combined the differences into one wording for both ordinances. Chairman John Jones asked CEO Bob Trabona to draft a definition for the Board at the next meeting.
