MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF OCTOBER 6th, 2010

MEETING:
Call to order: Chairman John Jones called the meeting to order at 7:01pm. Chairman John Jones appointed Jack Schneider to voting status for the full October 6th meeting. 
 
Applications: 
 
1. Janet Geanoulis submitted an application for map number (12U-22) at 22 Ledgemere Rd. for a replacement nonconforming principal structure in the shoreland zone. David Polito was representing Janet Geanoulis. Mr. Polito started a discussion telling the board that the original structure had been 100% destroyed by fire in February 2010. Chairman John Jones asked if the surrounding landowners had been notified for the permit request. Mr. Polito informed the Board included in the permit application was a letter of notice to the abutters. Mr. Polito continues the discussion by telling the board that Janet Geanoulis are seeking to expand the structure by 30% as is allowed by the Shoreland Zone Ordinance, Mr. Polito continues by explaining the expansion will be moving away from the water not bring the structure closer to the water. Mr. Polito also explained to the Board he has sent for a permit by rule form the Maine DEP, he had not received the permit but had received the receipt from the MDEP in the mail. Mr. Polito continued the discussion by telling the Board they would be putting a small enclosure under the front corner of the structure to house the furnace and water pump as the structure had no basement. Chairman John Jones asked if there had been any expansion to the original structure since 1989, and pointed that the lot does not meet the 2 acre minimum required by the BPO, making this a nonconforming lot. Mr. Polito told the Board there had been no expansion to the structure. Jack Schneider asked about the overboard discharge. Mr. Polito indicated the license had just been renewed for another five years. CEO Bob Trabona informed the Board that after the five years expires the State will make the owner get a full review of site before they will sign off on another system for waste discharge. Chairman John Jones asked Mr. Polito if the structure could be moved to another spot on the lot to move it from the shoreland zone. Mr. Poli!
to told the Board it could not . 
Stuart Carlisle moved the application was complete; this was seconded by Jack Schneider. The Board voted unanimously to accept the permit as complete. Stuart Carlisle moved that the application is compliant with section 16d of the SZO, seconded by Jack Schneider. The Board all voted yes. Stuart Carlisle moved to accept the application, seconded by Jason Lang. The Board voted unanimously to approve the permit. Granting permit number (10-17)
 
2.David Lamb submitted an application for map number (6R-57) at 25 Fernwood Ln. for a replacement, nonconforming accessory structure in the shoreland zone, with in the flood plain and within 75 ft of the water. David Lamb began the discussion by telling the Board that he wants to move the 10x14 structure out of the 75ft water set back to around 89ft and 22ft from the property line. Mr. Lamb informed the Board he would like to expand the structure to 12Wx16Lx13H. Chairman John Jones asked CEO if this was within the 30% expansion. CEO informed the Board that it was within the 30% and he had received a permit by rule from the MDEP and had a flood plain plan approved and in place. Stuart Carlisle moved that the application was complete, seconded by Jack Schneider. The Board all voted yes. Jack Schneider moved that the application meets the 16d of the SZO, this is seconded by Stuart Carlisle. the Board all voted yes. Chairman John Jones moved that the application be granted, !
seconded by Stuart Carlisle, the Board voted unanimously to grant permit number (10-18)
3.CEO started a discussion on the third permit on the agenda which was to be a permit for Angus Crosby (R5-16) on Williams Rd. ( no number assigned) construction of a new conforming principal structure in the shoreland zone a permit he had received in June of 2009. CEO had spoken with Mr. Crosby about a stop work order as CEO felt the permit had expired June having been the one year mark of the permit being issued. Mr. Crosby told CEO he felt he had met the 30% needed to continue the permit and keep it from expiring. CEO and Mr. Crosby continued the discussion and CEO came to the conclusion that Mr. Crosby had met the 30% and could continue the work. The Board took no action on this application. A request to approval granting an extension of the current permit will be considered at a future meeting. 
 
Old Business:
Chairman John Jones started a discussion about moving the BPO and SZO revision up to November 3rd ahead of the end of November the Board had decided at the September 15th meeting. Chairman John Jones started a discussion with Selectman Geoff Birdsall about what the Board should do with the 
court decision to remove the definition of developed area in the SZO. Chairman John Jones asked if the Selectman would have a special Town meeting to vote on the revisions to the BPO and SZO. Selectman Geoff Birdsall told the Board he did not see a reason to have a special Town meeting and he was opposed to having special Town meetings at all. CEO continues the discussion by telling the Board he has concerns about revising the BPO and SZO and waiting till June meeting, informing the Board the Court ruled that the definition of build able lot has to be changed and if all the changes are taken to the Town meeting in June the Town could reject the changes as a whole and this could be a problem. 
Chairman John Jones begins a discussion to revise the BPO. Jason Lang moved to accept the changes to the BPO excluding the provisions regarding the Board of Appeals in the BPO which need more discussion before changing, this was seconded by Chairman John Jones. The Board voted unanimously to accept the revised BPO. 
Chairman John Jones started a discussion on the revision of the SZO, the Board decide to wait until there were more members present and had time to review the proposed changes a bit more. 
 
Minutes:
Chairman John Jones brought the minutes of September 15th, 2010 for discussion. Stuart Carlisle moved to accept the minutes, Jack Schneider seconded. The Board voted unanimously to accept the minutes of September 15th, 2010. 
Stuart Carlisle moved to adjourn the meeting. Chairman John Jones called the meeting to an end at 8:33pm
