MINUTES of the Meeting of 6 May 2009                                        

Present:  Chairman Stuart Carlisle, John Evans, Rick Freeman, John Jones, Alternate Jack Schneider.  Excused:  Bud Grant, Selectman Charles Collins.  Also Present:  CEO Robert Trabona.  Public Attending:  Bob Arledge    

Chairman Carlisle called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM held early due to the Public Hearing scheduled to begin at 7:00.  The Chair appointed Alternate Jack Schneider a voting member in the absence of Mr. Grant.  Members then approved the minutes of their meeting of 15 April (Unanimous), and Workshops of 22 April (Unanimous), and
27 April (Unanimous).  

Applications 

1.             Robert Arledge attended the meeting to submit an application for a new principal structure (one story 61’ X 74’ “underground” house) on a 9.4 acre parcel not in the Shoreland Zone at Five Islands Road ( Map R-10 Lot 18D).  The Board noted a three bedroom septic permit, checked all setbacks, then found the application complete (Unanimous), approved the application (Unanimous), and issued Permit # 0908. 
2.             Dennis Russell representing the Five Islands Baptist Church submitted an application for an improved principal structure (extensive remodeling, roof over deck and two small additions) to a non-conforming structure (road setback) on a 0.44 acre parcel not in the Shoreland Zone at 6 Old Schoolhouse Road (Map 13 Lot 002).  The Board noted that the addition was to be built above an existing concrete deck and that the project would not make the structure more non-conforming.  The Board then found the application complete (Unanimous), approved the application (Unanimous), and issued Permit # 0909   . 

3.             Tim Forrester of Eco- Analysts Inc. representing owner Norman Petty              submitted an application for installation of a new wood stairway with railing above and replacing existing stone steps leading to a dock on a 3.39 acre parcel in the Shoreland Zone at 7 Reynolds Point Road (Map R-3 Lot 1-5).  The Board reviewed the DEP Permit by Rule approval and then found the application complete (Unanimous), found that it met the requirements of the new Shoreland Zoning Ordinance Section 16 D, approved the application (Unanimous), and issued Permit # 0910. 

Old Business

1.      The Board discussed the draft response to the DEP Conditional Order/Partial Denial of the Town’s Shoreland Zoning Ordinance. Members will ask to meet with the Town Attorney to draft a response for Selectmen review and submission.   The Planning Board will meet at 9:00 on Friday May 8 to prepare a rough draft, hoping to meet with the Town Attorney early next week.  
New Business

1.    The Board reviewed the agenda for tonight’s Public Hearing which will hear reports on a number of ordinances, several of which were submitted by the Planning Board.  Planning Board members made plans to attend the meeting to answer questions from the public, the Chairman assigning responsibility to speak on specific ordinances to individual members.

1.    None. 
The regular meeting adjourned at 6:58 PM.  Members then attended the 7:00 Public Hearing.  

The Planning Board meets at the Town Office on the first and third Wednesday of the month at 7:00 PM.  Members of the public are welcome.  The Planning Board’s next regular meetings will be on 20 May, then on 3 and 17 June.  There will be a workshop to prepare a response to the DEP Order on the SZO on Friday 8 May at 9:00 AM.
