1.              Peteris and Marite Kruze, assisted by Surveyor John Wood, attended the meeting to submit an application for an improved principal structure - 12’ X 18’ addition to a two bedroom dwelling, a non-conforming structure (road setback) on a 0.15 acre parcel in the Shoreland Zone at 40 Knubble Road (Map U-17 Lot 11).   The application specifies removal of a concrete walkway to reduce impermeable surface lot coverage.  The Board noted a 1989 two bedroom septic permit.  The Board checked all setbacks, then found the application complete (Unanimous), found that it met the requirements of the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance Section 16 D (Unanimous), approved the application (Unanimous), and issued Permit # 0911 conditioned on completion of a planned conveyance of land from an abutter sufficient to cause the building sideline setback to be conforming.
