Minutes: April 9, 2009

PRESENT: 

Karren Cowing, Alison Freeman, Ole Jaeger, David Polito, Sharon Trabona, and Jim Coombs, Transfer Station Attendant. 

MINUTES: 
The March 12, 2009 minutes were reviewed. Sharon moved and Alison seconded approval of the minutes. The March 12, 2009 minutes were unanimously approved as written. 

FISCAL:

No monthly statement was available for February or March. The Committee received the DEP annual license fee statement. The Committee approved payment of it. 

The Committee received a bill from David Polito for the expansion of the Mall. The monies received from the memoriam for Wilhemina Phinney will go towards paying for this capital improvement. The remainder of the costs will be from the capital improvement line item. The Committee approved payment of the bill. 

The Committee reviewed a memo from Mary McDonald, Treasurer, regarding independent contractors. The Committee will comply. 

OPERATIONS: 

The Committee reviewed a draft letter to Brian Kelley. 

Jim Coombs reported that he got a letter from the EPA on training for the handling of hazardous waste. The Committee approved Jim and Alison Freeman attending the April 30th workshop.

Robin Loupe has submitted an application for a substitute attendant to the Town Office. 

Ole Jaeger reported that a letter was submitted to the Selectmen requesting purchasing a new 40-yard container for approximately $6,000. The old container has been repaired several times, but is reaching the end of its life. There is a Town ordinance that requires any purchases greater than $5,000 be approved at a Town Meeting. Selectmen Charlie Collins came briefly to the Committee meeting to report that the Selectmen have directed the Committee to repair the old container rather than purchase a new one. Ole consulted with the Selectmen and reported that if it is an emergency, they would allow purchasing a new container. David moved to replace the old container with a new 40-yard container as it is an emergency. Alison seconded the motion. The Committee unanimously approved replacing the old container with a newly purchased 40-yard container. 

If the Selectmen approve the purchase, a purchase order will be issued. In addition, Ole showed a blueprint for a new recycling container. He suggested the Town purchase the 10-yard container and have specific improvements made to the design by the manufacturer. The cost is $1613.00 plus freight. Ole moved and David seconded purchasing the container. The Committee unanimously approved the 10-yard container. 

The Committee thought that the reserve fund of the solid waste budget was for any major capital equipment purchase. However, if it states a specific piece of equipment, such as the compactor, then those monies can only be used for that said equipment. If evidence, such as an old Town Report, can be found that shows that line item as a “capital equipment reserve fund”, the Committee thinks that it is a capital equipment reserve fund. If support cannot be found, then the Committee will present an article for the town warrant that changes the “compactor reserve fund” to “capital equipment reserve fund”, allowing it to be used for equipment other than the compactor. 

OTHER:

The Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day will take place on May 9th at the Bath Public Works Dept from 9:00-1:00. David will put a notice in the Georgetown Tide advertising the event.
