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GEORGETOWN SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE

Minutes: October 14, 2010

PRESENT: 

Karren Cowing, Alison Freeman, Ole Jaeger, David Polito, Sharon Trabona, Bill Plummer, Selectman representative and Jim Coombs, Transfer Station Attendant. 

MINUTES: 
The September 2010 minutes were reviewed. Sharon Trabona moved and David Polito seconded approval of the minutes as written. The October 2010 minutes were approved unanimously.  

FISCAL:

No monthly statement was available.

David said that the Committee received an invoice for the DEP fee. Mary McDonald thought the bill had been paid in March. Ole Jaeger will check with Mary about this.

The Committee received information from e-waste to possibly change to this company for universal waste (UW). Jim Coombs said that e-waste did one pick up and he was pleased. Depending on what the charge is for this pick-up, he would like to continue using e-waste as the UW vendor.  Ole moved that Georgetown contract with e-waste as its primary UW vendor, pending reasonable and consistent rates. David seconded the motion.  The Committee approved the motion unanimously. 

David moved that the Town pay (registration fee $25, transportation and time) for Jim to attend a special training on hazardous and special waste in Portland on October 28th. Ole seconded the motion. The Committee unanimously agreed. 

In September the hauling and tipping charges for municipal solid waste (MSW) was $3,777.60 and $3,305.80 for bulky waste.

OPERATIONS: 

Jim said that 2recycle is a company that will accept rechargeable batteries for free. The batteries need to be mailed to the company. One box of these rechargeable batteries has been mailed. Also, alkaline batteries will be collected and recycled. 

Jim asked where to get sand for winter. Bill Plummer said that the town has a sand stockpile at Jack Williams. The attendants can pick up what they need there.

The Transfer Station’s potholes need to be fixed before winter. Bill said to contact the road commissioner, Dale Savoie, to do the repairs. 

David reported that the steps to the metals area need to be refilled with crushed rock. He thought about 1 yard would be sufficient. Dale Savoie can deliver the crushed rock.

OTHER:

The Transfer Station “road” needs to be named. The Committee will think about it and at the next meeting the Committee will decide. Then a green road sign will be placed there. 

Alison Freeman reported on the Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) collection in Brunswick. Thirteen Georgetown residents deposed of 21 units of HHW. 

Alison said that Larry suggested having students visit the TS to see where trash goes. It was suggested that if possible, to coordinate the visit with Maine Recycle Week that occurs November 8-15, 2010. Jim will contact Theresa Lash, school principal, to see if there is interest from the school staff. 

Larry also suggested that the Transfer Station Guidelines brochure include what the Town would have paid if all of the material recycled had been thrown out. Alison will figure out this cost and put it in the new brochure.

NEXT MEETING:

The next regularly scheduled meeting will be held on Thursday, November 11, 2010 at 7:00 PM. Agenda items will include the name of the TS road.
