  Note from Pam Corrigan that the State Geospatial Office has invited counties to participate in the effort to obtain a USGS 
federal grant that would allow participating counties to be aerial mapped at a small fraction of the cost of conventional 
aerial mapping.  It’s in the early stages but may be accomplished by Spring 2013.  Action:  noted.

  Kristin Malin forwarded an email from Maine School Management Association (MSMA) regarding the DOE’s 
recommended cuts of $59m from aid for the 2011-12 budget.  It shows Georgetown losing $8213 in funding.  Action:  
noted and our new partners in the AOS are losing quite a bit as well.

  Funding Request from the American Red Cross, Big Brothers / Big Sisters and the Bath Area Seniors Activity Center.  
Action:  forwarded to the FAC.
ADDED:  Complaint on decomposing boats on the Moore property:  We received an email from Randy McMullin, DEP, that was passed on to him from Eric Hamlin, also DEP, regarding a complaint received by Eric from a salvager regarding several boats being beached and left to decompose in coves on Alvin Moore’s property and Alvin’s brothers property.  It also states that the Harbormaster is aware of the situation.  This has already been forwarded to Bob Trabona, CEO.  Action:  This was discussed and Bob has a call in to DEP for more information.  Bob has also spoken with George Dufour, who had not heard of the complaint before.  We are not sure if the property being referred to is Alvin’s, Audrey’s or Brad’s.  We will await response from DEP and Bob will handle.

Haddock-Montgomery: nothing new, awaiting response from Justice Horton.  Action:  none.


Aleada Pinkham house: Letter from Eaton Peabody representing the Pinkham family to Carl Stinson*.   At this point of the meeting, John Cunningham, Esq., from Eaton Peabody and members of the Pinkham family joined the meeting (Ebby and Terri Stevens, Ronnie, Dottie, Ira, Stephenie and Jessica Pinkham.  Action:  Mr. Cunningham spoke for the family in stating that the lien and foreclosure process was not done properly as ALL the heirs to the estate of Aleada Pinkham were not notified properly.  He referred to a case regarding a husband and wife and that although they KNEW what was going on because only one was notified the foreclosure was invalid.  He states that the Pinkham’s want to work with the Town to get this problem straightened out.  Mr Birdsall and Mr Cunningham discussed that we should be  taxing it as one parcel with one bill and not billing the buildings separately.  Mr. Cunningham said the billing of the taxes can be singularly but if it goes to lien all parties need to be notified.  Ronnie stated that he was going to be the one for the parcel and that there is a lot of activity going on with the deeds right now.  Mr. Birdsall made a motion, which was voted on and passed,  that the chair of the Selectmen and the Treasurer not sign the bill of sale.  He made a second motion that the $3500. paid by Mr. Plummer be refunded to him, which was also voted on and passed.  Both votes were unanimous with Mr. Plummer abstaining.

Action:  The Selectmen discussed with the candidates why they wanted to be on the Conservation Commission.  Susie feels the Conservation Commission most suits her, she cares about the town and is organized and ready to help.  Sarah, who just moved back to Georgetown, thinks it is a good fit for her as well.  She is big into education with the kids.  Susie is in hopes of getting more people to help.  They identified other associate members at the meeting held on Saturday and will follow up with them.  Susie asked if the Selectmen were behind the Conservation Commission, which they are.  They do not however, want it to spill over onto private property.  They would like to see a cohesive group working together to keep our trails going and to have coastal clean up, water testing, etc.  The group discussed the State guidelines.  The Selectmen voted unanimously to appoint both to the Conservation Commission.
