We will await response 


from Pinkham legal counsel.  Mr. VanTuinen said he will check on this parcel when he is in town again.

Storage of documents at GHS:  Mary working on.  Action:  to be done.

Update on Communications:  Misty Green and Brodie Hinckley will be down on April 12th to discuss with us.  Action:  


noted, Mary has also contacted Larry and he will be here or send someone in his place.

Donald Simmons summons for trespass.  Any more on this?  Action:  Dolores reported that George is going to talk with 


the District Attorney about a probationary hold for a couple of years and possible restitution to Town. 
 Continuing items:
Responses from holding tank owners:  none.
   Personnel reviews:  Selectmen will begin doing their inputs tonight for the other scheduled review.  Request for input has 
been forwarded to the Solid Waste Committee.  Action:  Selectmen took their portions with them to complete and return 
to Mary.
 New business:  
ADDED:

  Dolores brought up items from the Shellfish Conservation Commission regarding money for training in the budget and residency  The Selectmen want money put in the 2011-12 budget to separately reflect a training line for Jon’s help.  There may be a residential commercial clamming license up this year and if so, they would like to be sure the ordinance is enforce requiring proof of residency and conservation work completed.  Mary will request that the clerk enforce it, but notes that the town clerk cannot do anything about those that are a little less than honest.  
  Bill brought up fishermen taking fuel across the town dock to fuel their boats.  Dolores noted that it has been done for years and she is not sure but thought that they are allowed to haul 100G.  There is nothing in the ordinance to cover this.  It was discussed and the Selectmen requested Mary to contact our insurance agent regarding 3rd party pollution protection.  They may need to increase the user fee to cover the additional costs.  
  Dolores also brought up that the TOPMB has talked with Chris from Pine Tree Engineering and will make a decision about the drawing of blueprints for underneath the bait shed and Love Nest.
Other items / updates:  

Walkway outside:  We may need to consider doing something about drainage in the Spring !!  Action:  This was discussed and the overall thought was that it should be fine as is.
Workers Compensation audit was on Thursday, March 3.  No problems noted.  Action: none.
Roland Moreau, ME Property Tax Division, was here on Wednesday, March 2 to review open space, tree growth, etc.  No problems noted.  Action: none.
Ad being placed in paper for Shellfish Conservation Events.  Action: noted.
Howard Smart property (14U-054), he was in on Friday and we discussed his expired building permit, which brought up the trailer being taxed that is not his.  Mary requested he fill out an abatement request.  Action: This was discussed and Bob stated that he is not aware of the mobile home being on this parcel.  The Selectmen voted to abate taxes for the mobile home for three years (tax year 2008-09, 09-10 and 10-11) as allowed by state law.  Mary will notify owner.
Deborah Simard called again regarding a refund for taxes she paid last year.  Mary spoke with her and then referred her to Geoff.  We discussed this at the November 9, 2010 meeting.  Action:  The Selectmen discussed and reviewed the minutes of the November 9th meeting where it was originally brought up.  Geoff will write Ms. Simard a letter advising that the town can do nothing regarding this issue.

Scheduled Appointments:  none.
Public comment:  Rick Freeman asked when an overall revaluation will likely be done.  The Selectmen responded that our certified ratio from the state indicates that we are at 89%.  We are not required to do one until the ratio is 70% or under so it will be a while before we will need to do anything.  We are putting money in reserve yearly for the future expenditure.  It was also noted that our sales numbers have been comparable.
 Executive session:  Selectmen went into executive session under 1MRSA§405.6a at 8:20pm to begin a personnel review and under 1MRSA §405.6f to review concealed weapon request from the Maine State Police.  They emerged from executive session at 8:35pm.  They will work on the personnel review and Mr. Birdsall signed the concealed weapon request.  Mary will mail.
