Haddock-Montgomery: Mary spoke with legal counsel.  Are awaiting Justice Horton’s decision.  Action:  noted.

record.  Action:  No need to respond to legal counsel; wait for Bill VanTuinen to reassess as one lot.

Storage of documents at GHS:  Bill Plummer is reviewing and will update Board when done.

Update on Communications:  Misty Green and Brodie Hinckley will be down on May 10th to discuss.  Action:  none.

Bonding of Town Clerk, Deputy Clerk and Treasurer for next fiscal year will cost around $900.00.  Action:  approved.
 Continuing items:
Responses from holding tank owners:  none.
   Personnel reviews:  Request for input from the Solid Waste Committee not received yet.  Action:  await SWC information 
and complete.  Bill Plummer will inquire at the SWC meeting.
 New business:  
ADDED:
Hudson property on South Bay Road:  Bob Trabona, CEO, filled in the Board regarding his conversations with Gary Hudson, regarding property owned by his family on South Bay Road.  This lot has a house and bungalow on it.  They want to sell the house and split the lot so they can keep the bungalow.  According to the town tax map this is one parcel and would not meet the minimum lot size requirements.  Bob Trabona told Mr. Hudson to check the deeds at Sagadahoc and provide them to the town if indeed there are two deeds for this lot.  Mr. Hudson said one of the lots was purchased in the late 50’s and he doesn’t think his parents would have done anything to combine them.  Records here show one lot (we do not have deeds that go back that far).  Selectmen agreed that if the property has two deeds than it could be separated. 
Bob used the example of the town combining his lots without his requesting it.  He noted that maybe the town could request new deeds be drawn up when we have requests for combining of lots.  Action:  none.
CEO item:  Bob Trabona also reported in on the Ridolfi property on Loop Rd (06U-004) that is on the market.  There is a dispute between neighbors regarding a right of way and the cottage straddles it.  He wanted the Board to be aware in case of questions.  Action:  none.
Foundation work at the Church:  Bill Plummer asked about the foundation work (drainage) at the church that was supposed to be done last year.  Dale is supposed to do some excavating work and Brian Elwell is supposed to fix.  At this point, we should get a new bid and reauthorize.  (Selectmen had previously voted, per the request of the church committee, to take these funds from the repair / maintenance reserve fund for the church).  Action:  Bill will speak with Dale.
Feedback on letter to Mike Stevens:  Dolores Pinette received feedback on the recent letter written by Mary to Mike Stevens regarding the past due balance on his commercial user fee for the wharf.  Action:  The feedback was taken under advisement.
Shellfish License residence requirement:  Dolores Pinette inquired as to what can be done about someone who does not live in Georgetown being able to show residency and get their resident commercial license.  Action:  The Selectmen reviewed the Shellfish Ordinance and requested that Mary make inquiries.
Geoff Birdsall noted the amounts of clams harvested in 2004, 2008 and 2010; 120,000, 200,000 and 101,208 pounds respectively. 

Other items / updates:  

Draft Holding Tank Ordinance proposed for Town Meeting:  Reviewed and approved.  Bob Trabona mentioned that he received a phone call from DEP and that they are looking at overboard discharges and will not renew them if anything else can be done.  A summer residence with the only alternative of a holding tank may be mandated by DEP to install one.
Call from CMP regarding tree cutting on the island, they intend to be here most of the year and will be doing the tip of the peninsula first.

Smart Meter informational meeting to be held May 11th at 6pm in the multipurpose room at the school.  Selectmen approved date and time.
Items for signature:  
ADDED:  Contract for mowing of the cemeteries for 2011-12 fiscal year was approved by the Cemetery District Trustees at their meeting and was signed by Selectmen.
Scheduled Appointments:  none.
Public comment:  Rick Freeman inquired about the 2008 town meeting authorization for the Selectmen to appoint a road committee.  The matter was discussed then and the Selectmen did not feel a road committee was necessary at the time.  It was discussed with the Road Commissioner, Dale Savoie and Dave Fluharty, Chair of ad hoc road committee and both concurred with the Selectmen as the plan for paving was already in place and approved by Town Meeting.  The Selectmen will form a road committee if one is needed later on.
 Executive session:  Selectmen went into executive session under 1MRSA§405.6f at 8:30pm for a general assistance update.  They emerged from executive session at 8:45pm with no action necessary.
Adjournment:  On motion, the Selectmen voted to adjourn at 8:45 pm.
