BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN

Minutes for the Selectmen’s meeting Wednesday, June 23, 2010 
Geoff Birdsall called the meeting to order at 7 pm with Dolores Pinette and Bill Plummer present.  Dale Savoie, Rhonda and Steve Letourneau and Terry Ross were also present. 
 Organization of the new Board of Selectmen:  Dolores nominated and Bill seconded Geoff as the Chair of the Select board for 2010-2011.

 Awarding of the Snowplowing Contract:  
Municipal:  Since there was only one bid for municipal areas for the years 2010-2013; the contract was awarded to Savoie and  Son Landscape, Inc. for a sum of $37,694.98.
Roads:  Discussion ensued with Bill bringing up deplorable road conditions; and Dolores noting side roads and banks not being wide enough and plowed back.  She also noted the complaints that she receives.  Geoff said he gets some complaints when it snows but knows he always will, he did not find 127 bad.  
Bill voted to go with Savoie & Son, Geoff voted for Ed Skillin as the low bid.  Dolores feels strongly that she wants to keep the contract in town and asked if she stalemated what would happen?  Mary said she would contact MMA in the morning to determine future action.  Dolores’ concerns are that in past years it can be raining in one place and snowing in another, she feels the contractor needs to be in or close to Town to be able to treat the roads properly.  Bill then stated that if she locked the board he would change his vote to go with the low bid.  Rhonda (Skillin) Letourneau  stated that if we wanted it local that should be noted in the bid request as they have a contract on a piece of land in Georgetown for a sand/salt shed that has already been approved by DEP.  Discussion continued about the additional cost of the Savoie vs Skillin contract.  A vote was called and the snowplowing contract for 2010 - 2013 was awarded to Savoie and Son Landscape, Inc. for a sum of $537,895.05; with a 2-1 vote with Geoff being the opposing vote.  
Minutes of the meetings:  Selectmen approved minutes of the June 9, 2010 meeting. 
Review and sign warrants; review updated building permits listing.    Selectmen reviewed and signed the warrants; and reviewed the building permit listing and transfers.
 Abatement Requests:   Received word back from the assessor on Jones, John and Kathleen (03R-07-18).  Selectmen reviewed the letter from  Bill VanTuinen citing consistencies in the values of both land and buildings.  He recommended no abatement of taxes and the Selectmen concur.  Abatement is denied.
Correspondence:
  Personal property tax declarations:  (another from Coca Cola Bottling Co.).  Action:  noted and filed.
  Note from GHS to Conservation Commission regarding donation for use of building.  Action:  Mary explained that when 
the Conservation Commission had the program “Waters of Georgetown” they voted to donated $50. to the GHS, which 
Mary objected to as there are other locales in town free of charge.  The GHS heard of the complaint and has returned the 
money to the Town.  Action: none
  Request for usage of Church parking lot from Boy Scout Pack #621 for bottle drive on August 28th.  Action: approved.
  Final approved Tax Levy for Sagadahoc County showing Georgetown share of $809,287.  Action:  noted.
  Note from Jim Peavey, local emergency management director, on road work and whether we are on schedule.  Action:  
Mary to email him back.  Nothing has changed versus what he and Misty (Sagadahoc EMA) were given in January.  
Little Sheepscot, North End, Oak and Five Islands Road in July and West Georgetown in Sept.
  Note from Jim Peavey on EMA Directors meeting.  Action:  Mary to follow up with him.  Also National Incident 
Management System Training needs to be completed.  
  Request from Eric Reynolds for use of the church, if rainy, on August 21.  Action:  Selectmen approved but would like 
Mary to get a hold of George Horne to make sure church committee did not agree on a fee schedule and to let Eric know 
it needs to be cleaned and there is no water.  
  Request from Terry Ross, doing work at the dock regarding the new ladder.  Action:  Terry was in to discuss the 3rd ladder 
to be installed at the dock; with the changes in the TOPMB and the Select board he wanted to be sure that it was 
authorized.  Selectmen explained that he is all set per the direction of the TOPMB and to direct his inquiries to their new 
chair, Bronwen Tudor.  
  Letter from MMA regarding PSAP (public safety answering points) of Consolidation:  has been forwarded to the Fire 
Department.  Action:  none needed.  

  Ballots for Election of MMA Legislative Policy Committee.  Action:  Needs signature to be returned.
Also:  thank you note from Town of Arrowsic for use of the school gymnasium for their Town Meeting; MMA offering Local Planning Boards and BOA Workshops, forwarded to both already; note from MMA on Dig Safe changes, forwarded to Dale and Charlie for input, if any; RFP from National Fish and Wildlife forwarded to Shellfish Committee and School already; KRT Appraisal offer information about their appraising service..  Action:  items noted and filed or passed on as appropriate.  
Final Waste Discharge License:  Bernet, (12U-029); Lamsa, et al (13U-035,54,55); Miller (01U-059).  Action:  noted and 
filed.

Administrator.  Action:  noted - Mary to consolidate various notes and send on to Pam.

Letter from Bob Trabona, CEO,  to Chad Campbell, Chair, Shellfish Conservation Committee, following up on the 


Rheta Morgan property dye test.  Test was performed on June 11th and checked on the 13th and 15th.  No dye was 


evident at that time.  Bob will recheck over the summer.  Bob also made us aware there is a holding tank on this 


property. 

Web site: issues and future action.  Action:  website is now fixed.  We are gathering info for future website.


Marguerite Swift appeal with Sagadahoc:  info that  was requested was forwarded on to the Commissioners.  They 


discussed at their Tuesday meeting; no word as yet.  Action:  none.


Bill VanTuinen’s assistant, Bob Geaghan, will be going to MacMahan Island on July 2 to finish there.  Mary left 


message for Mr Seymour to notify him of the date per his request.  Action:  none.

Responses from owners of holding tanks:  none.

New business:  

Request from School Committee, via business manager, to take NTE $9,900. From the capital reserve fund to purchase the generator.  This will power only the school and not to full capacity.  Protecting the water, fridge/freezer and water tanks.  Action: approved.

Resignation of Bruce Blessington from the TOPMB, effective June 14, leaving one seat open on that board until his term ends in June 2011.  Also a letter from Bronwen Tudor, chair, TOPMB, requesting the Selectmen appoint outgoing member Rick Freeman to this opening.  Action:  tabled until next meeting.

Resignation of Norm Richard from the Conservation Commission - his term has ended and he does not want to be reappointed due to his schedule.  Action:  noted, will look for new members.

Copy of email from TOPMB to Elaine Trench regarding the lease of Todd’s Landing.  Does the Select board need to sign the lease?  Action: noted and yes they do need to sign.

Validation Referendum Vote:  Q1:  Approving budget passed at Town Meeting - yes 45; no 5.  Q2:  Continuing with the budget validation vote - yes 4; no 46.  Action:  noted, Mary has notified school committee and administration.

Boston Cane is now open with the passing of Christania Stevens.  Action:  Rheta Morgan is next in line; Mary will send a note to her daughter, Vicki Fickett, to find out what Rheta’s primary residence is.

Appointments needed:  Due to time constraints, some were signed and some tabled for discussion at next meeting.  
Signed appointments for one year:  CEO/LPI, Bob Trabona;  Deputy CEO/LPI, Mike Kreindler (Arrowsic); Forest Warden:  Reed Fulton; Harbormaster, George Dufour; Shellfish Warden, Jon Hentz; Health Officer, Jane Whittaker.  Signed the following committee members:  Rich Devito to FAC, 3 year term; Alex Hadden to Harbor Committee, 3 year term; Sharon Trabona to Solid Waste Management Committee, 3 year term; Frank Pinkham to Cemetery District Trustees, 1 year term.  Some others were signed but are awaiting word from the members to be sure they want reappointment.  Others tabled until next meeting.  
Selectmen would like to have a back up for the Shellfish Warden and Animal Control Officer.  They would like to meet with Jon in their first meeting in August to discuss with him and Larry later on.
Dolores requested changing the meetings from Wednesday to Monday or Tuesday night.  The Selectmen agreed to Tuesday nights and the next meeting will be on July 13, 2010 at 7pm.

Other Housekeeping Items:  On 6/12/10 The Selectmen signed a special permit for catering by the Knights of Columbus 
#249 for a wedding at the Moorings in June.
 Update on road paving loan for 2009-10;  loan from Northeast Bank as per Town Meeting in 2009.  Action:  Selectman 
Birdsall will sign.  
Basketball backboard at tennis courts was broken and will need to be replaced.  Action:  noted.

Ok to turn off dehumidifier and heat at church for summer months?  Action:  yes.

Updated balance on the Town vs  Montgomery, costs are now at $57,678.45.  Action:  noted.

Note from Cathy regarding Deputy replacement and Town Office hours for July.  For the month of July the Town Clerks 
office will be open on Mon/Weds/Fri.  Action:  noted. 
Shaun Lewin from Glacial Energy would like to do an analysis of our CMP usage to see if they can offer us a better deal. 
Action:  Mary to call Shawn and send him copies of the CMP billings. 

Kurt Penney from Solar Roof Systems will be coming down on July 6th to look at the buildings to see if any grants may be 
available.  Action:  noted.
 Bill would like to see tax bills on the agenda until they go out.  GCC is also looking for a Grand Marshall for the parade
Other Items for Signature:  R.C. Rogers contract for hauling of MSW for July 1, 2010- June 30, 2011.  Contract between Greenwood Emergency Vehicles, Inc. and the Town of Georgetown for one 1988 GMC/E-One Pumper for $25,000. + upgrading of $5,000.  Action:  both signed.

Scheduled Appointments:   7:30 Dale Savoie, Road Commissioner to discuss the road paving.  The current schedule is that Little Sheepscot, North End, Oak and Five Islands Road (from the corner of Old Schoolhouse Rd to the dock) is to be paved at the end of July and West Georgetown Rd will be done in September.  The Selectmen approved the borrowing of $615K as per budget to complete this work.  Dale discussed sending some of the work out for bid.  Dolores asked Dale if he felt a Road Committee was needed.  Dale feels the Road Committee served its purpose and an informal committee may be needed later for further assessment.  Discussion ensued regarding the  work recently done by the State on 127, and that most are not happy with it.  There was recently an three car accident on 127 (by Duke, Clemens and Goodspeed homes) due to a large dip in the road.  Selectmen requested that Mary call DOT (Edgecomb) and ask for someone to meet with us.
8:00  Selectmen made motion to go into executive session at 8:02pm with Ole Jaeger and Dave Polito of the Solid Waste Management Committee, to discuss employment reviews for Transfer Station personnel.  Adjourning at 8:41.  Selectmen then asked Mary to rework the job description to take out a couple of items.  After executive session the group also discussed the current situation at the Transfer Station and the need to hire immediately.  Three applications have been received. 
Public comment:    Bob Trabona, CEO, came in at 9:50 to discuss a shed currently under construction at the Perry property on Five Islands Rd which is in  Shoreland Zoning and does not have a permit.  He has spoken with Doug Cole (contractor) and he will stop work.  If any additional work is seen Bob will officially sign a stop work order.  
Executive session:   as per MRSA §405.6A to discuss personnel matters; per above notes.  The Selectmen went back into executive session per MRSA §405.6F to discuss State of Maine weapons inquiry and upon adjournment signed the form.  
Selectmen went into executive session once again at 9:55to discuss a further personnel matter, adjourning at 10:03pm.

Adjournment:  On motion, the Selectmen voted to adjourn at 10:05 pm.
