 BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN

Minutes for the Selectmen’s meeting Tuesday, July 27, 2010   
Geoff Birdsall called the meeting to order at 7 pm with Dolores Pinette and Bill Plummer present.  
    Others in attendance:  Bob Trabona, Dave Longstreet and Rick Freeman.
Public comment:    Bob Trabona, as the Webmaster, advised the Selectmen that he had inadvertently deleted the minutes and agendas from the website and will be in contact with the state in the morning about correcting that.

Minutes of the meetings:  Selectmen amended and approved minutes of the July 13, 2010 meeting.
Review and sign bills; review updated building permits listing and transfers.    Selectmen reviewed and signed bills; and reviewed the building permit list and transfers.
 Abatement Requests:   Still no word back yet from Commissioners on the Swift appeal.  Jones hearing was this afternoon.  Geoff, Mary and Bill Van Tuinen attended.  Action:  Geoff reported in that it has gone as expected, Bill represented us well.

Correspondence:
  Maine Revenue Services “Circuit breaker” Program Info.  Action:  flyers posted, none other needed.
  Relook at the request from Elaine Trench regarding open space property (02R-035) and (04R-012) and valuations.  Action:  
Mary has pulled the applications and it needs further review.  She will report back at the next meeting.
  Amendment to the Todd’s Landing Lease authorizing usage beyond the original terms of the agreement.  Action:  reviewed 
and signed.  Dave Longstreet mentioned on Google that Todd’s Landing looks like a public launching area and it 
encourages kayaking and parking at the Newman Sanctuary.
  Request from TOPMB to support enforcement for overdue user fees*.  Action:  overall the Selectmen support the initiative 
to collect past due fees from the 4 people in arrears (prior to 2010 pymt), 3 of which have written agreements (Stevens, 
Moore, Pinkham), which they have defaulted on; and 1 that has no agreement (Kelley).  Dolores questions the due date 
of Jan 1st, but that is not changeable without changing the ordinance, and they are not charged a late fee until after June 
15.  Discussion ensued regarding the large number of recreational boats on the recreational float while only 12 have paid 
a recreational tie up fee and the parking issues.  They would like to see parking limits enforced and cars towed if need 
be.  The encourage the board to enforce it with flyers on vehicles and then further action if that does not work.  Dolores 
will follow up with the board at their next meeting on the 28th.

  Practitioners Report ~ Workers Comp Board ~ on J Mann. Action:  noted and filed.
  Ballot from MMA on annual election of MMA Vice President and Executive Committee Members. Was tabled from last 

meeting and letter from Clint Deschene requesting your support as MMA Vice President.  Action:  will handle at next 
meeting; deadline is August 13.
  Note from MMA for municipal volunteers for state E-9-1-1 Council.  Action:  noted; has been forwarded to GVFD.
  Note from DEP that our Shoreland Zoning amendments voted on at June 12th Town Meeting were approved as adopted.  
Action:  noted and filed. 
  Note from State Planning Office that the Floodplain Ordinance was approved as adopted.  They do have some 
inconsistencies between ours and the State they would like us to address at our earliest convenience. Action:  Bob noted 
that he had given it to the State and they corrected and sent back to us.  We fixed the errors from before last year but 
nothing of consequence.  They have new personnel in the Planning Office.  We will make needed changes at the next 
Town Meeting in June.
  Note from DEP on phase out of Overboard Discharges.  Has been posted and given to CEO.  Action:  Bob noted that the 
caveat on the OBD is that a licensed site evaluator can state that there is no place to put anything else.
  Note from Jim Peavey regarding a class on Debris Operations on July 27 and 28th.  Was forwarded to Dale.  Action: none.
  Letter from GVFD Board requesting Larry Mann be reappointed as Fire Chief (was done already).  Action: none.
  Note from Greenwood Emergency Vehicles on pumper.  A copy of the  signed agreement was returned.  The plumbing and 
new tank frame is welded in place; they are waiting on the UPF tank to come in and be installed.  Action: none.
  Letter from Sagadahoc County; showing our portion of the Sagadahoc debt ($1.165m).  Action: none.

Georgetown vs. DEP:  no new developments at time of agenda This added by majority vote:  We received today the decision from Justice Horton that our appeal was denied.  Action:  Mary will forward to the Planning Board and Board of Appeals.


Haddock / Montgomery:  no new developments.  Action: none.


Aleada Pinkham house:  awaiting payment from Robbie Pinkham (due August 12).  Action: none.

Eileen Stevenson lot (03R-033):  Mary to speak with John Wood this week.  Action: Mary spoke with John and he said the Mueser family may be building a driveway and this may resolve itself.

Town Wood Lot:  Action:  none needed -- Mary needs some time to pull it all together.

Communications: received response from Brodie Hinckley, Director of Sagadahoc County Communications stating that they are testing the new Phippsburg tower and hope to have it up and running by the end of August.

Appointments needed:  list has been updated for review and action.  Action:  Selectmen had signed the appointment for the Fire Chief after receipt of the letter from the GVFD Board.  Tonight, Dolores made a motion to appoint John Teller as an alternate member of the Harbor Committee.  Geoff seconded and the vote was 2-1; with Bill opposed.  Selectmen requested that Mary call Kate MacKay, who has shown interest in the Animal Control appointment, and request that she come in to meet with them at their next meeting.  

Boston Cane:  Mrs Morgan is living in Kennebunkport, but is still a registered Georgetown voter.  Action:  Mary to call Peter Morgan to determine if  she wants it. 

Transfer Station personnel reviews.  Awaiting responses from Selectmen (Geoff).  Action:  All have been passed in to Mary, who will compile the info for review  at next meeting. 

Classes for NIMS requirement.  The ones necessary for elected officials charged with general policy development can be taken on line.  Please follow up with Mary.  Action:  The Selectmen would like to go to the class at Brunswick Regional 10 next Tuesday.  Mary will call Dale, who also needs the class and will follow up the scheduling with Misty. 
OTHER OLD BUSINESS:  Dolores brought up that the letter to the editor from Charlie in the Times Record was misquoted.  She never said the road conditions were deplorable - that was Bill.  The other letter does not know the history, and although Charlie is dedicated to the Town, he reneged on a contract for plowing before.  She is not going to get in to a “he said, she said” and will leave it alone but wanted it noted for the record that she was misquoted.
Continuing items:  Tax bills - Bill VanTuinen reports that he will be down in August to do the rest of the work  Action: none.
Personnel reviews for all Town personnel.  Action:  none at this time; will do Transfer Station employees first.  


Responses from owners of holding tanks:  Winn (05R-038) from 2008.
New business:  

Road issues with the recent storm:  we had a lot of damage to both Town and State roads with wash outs.  Work is in progress and Dale is supposed to be pulling numbers together for debris removal.  Misty Green, Sagadahoc EMA director, has been advised of the damages.  The National Weather Service came down last Friday to check on a couple of areas to determine if we had tornados touch down in Georgetown.  They could not confirm, due to the way the trees had fallen, that it was tornados that did the damage.  Micro bursts are likely instead.  People with damages should contact their insurance companies.  Bill will contact MEDOT to ask about repairs to the State roads and will report back to the group.  
Other new business:  added to agenda by majority vote.

Bill brought up an issue with the old MaryCliff property (on Ledge Island Lane) and access to it.  Bill Fines wants to stop people from using the right of way across his property and had blocked it.  The people that bought MaryCliff had sued for access and won.  There are questions regarding his blocking of the right of way.  (This is part of the Little Good Harbor Subdivision plan dated 1974)  This is between the owners and is not a Town issue.  Bill will handle with Bill Fines.  

Other housekeeping items:  Listing for Tom Tippee and Bill VanTuinen of corrections and splits for review so that new maps can be done.  Action:  reviewed and approved, Mary will contact Tom and email info to Bill.
Info on digital recording devices:  There is a recording pen that Mary would like considered.  Action:  Geoff will check into and report back.

Article from the Bangor Daily News about their reassessment and the fallout.  Action:  none, was an information only.

  Action:  all items signed.

Scheduled Appointments
7:30 pm:  Ron Hayward was in to discuss the new Engine 3 that should be arriving in the next 3 weeks.  Once Engine 3 arrives it will go to the Center Station and Engine 1 will go to the Five Islands Station and Engine 2 will be sold.  Engine 1 will not fit in the Five Islands Station.  The Fire Dept got a quote from Frohmiller Construction ($6087.) to replace the current center door with a larger (11’ wide by 10’ high) door, thus eliminating the need to change the roof lines as was previously suggested (with a cost of around $40K).  The Selectmen gave the authorization to alter the building, accept the bid of $6087 and to take the money from the Five Islands Station Reserve Fund.  
Bill is also concerned about the area in the back by the furnace that leaks, and thinks they should ask Frohmiller, since they will be there to do a little roof over it.  The Selectmen authorized the work to be done and a NTE $1500. cost and to take that from the Reserve Fund as well.  Engine 2, which is Town Owned, will be release for sale when Engine 3 arrives at which time we will place an ad for its sale.

7:45pm:  The School Committee was in with members of the RPC committee (that consists of Bob Trabona, Mary McDonald, Colleen Hudson and Meg McDiarmid) to discuss the reorganization plan and forming an AOS (Alternative Organization Structure) with Boothbay Harbor CSD, Edgecomb and Southport School Departments.  All other members have already joined this AOS, which will be called the Rocky Channels School System; but had written into the plan that Georgetown can join this AOS by June 30, 2011.  Our School Committee was involved in the planning and interlocal agreement before it was sent to the State for approval and have met with the Rocky Channels Board and Eileen King, the superintendent, and find the chemistry great.  The purpose of the RPC committee is to help educate the people of Georgetown on what the AOS is.  The partnership is much like the one we had with Union 47.  The School Committee will continue to control it’s school and budget and share the costs of the superintendent’s office; which will be based on K-12 student population (we are 10%).  We currently pay Augusta $45,308 for administrative services, which is about what it will cost with the AOS (est. $40K).  The AOS will give the School long term security and stability and make us in conformance with the State law.  
The RPC committee will hold a public information meeting on Sept 13 and do a mailing the week of the 20th.  Another public information meeting will be held on October 21; with a vote on November 2.  If approved by Georgetown voters it will be effective July 1, 2011.  They intend to use the school website to also get the word out.  If people have questions they can contact any member of the school committee.  The School Committee also informed the Selectmen that they are meeting with the Attorney General regarding the penalties imposed on Georgetown ($28,746) as the Town never voted on LD 499.  We only voted not to join with RSU 1.  Dolores asked about the pizza oven and whether or not it was agreed to beforehand.  It was a very generous donation from the Martin family and the committee will be making a policy regarding it’s use and the Fire Dept will do a safety audit on it as well.  The tidal boat in the parking lot Will Ansel is still working on improvements.

9:00pm:  Sharon Trabona, Dave Polito and Karren Cowing to meet about personnel at the Transfer Station.  This was an executive session appointment.

Public comment:  none
Executive session:   At 9:04pm with members of the Solid Waste Management Committee: Sharon Trabona, Karren Cowing and Dave Polito, as per MRSA §405.6A to discuss personnel matters. Adjourning at 9:38pm.
