Minutes for the Selectmen’s meeting Tuesday, August 10, 2010   
Geoff Birdsall called the meeting to order at 7 pm with Dolores Pinette and Bill Plummer present.

Minutes of the meetings:  Selectmen approved minutes of the July 27, 2010 meeting.
Review and sign bills; review updated building permits listing and transfers.    Selectmen reviewed and signed bills; and reviewed the building permit list and transfers.
Abatement Requests:   Received the paperwork from Sagadahoc Commissioners on the Marguerite Swift appeal and they disagreed with our factoring of this lot.  They found in favor of the appellant; granting an abatement in the amount of $22,974 in land valuation, which was the amount that arises from changing the factor from 90 to 80%.  Mary has been in contact with Ms. Swift and have let her know when she will receive an abatement check.  Action:  abatement # 673 signed.

Transfer Station personnel reviews:  will be discussed in executive session at end of meeting tonight.


Classes for NIMS requirement.  We need to complete by September 24.  We can all get together and do it online.

Todd’s Landing Lease extension:  We received the signed lease extension back from William Todd.  Action:  noted.

Elaine Trench and questions on land in open space:  Mary has verified that those parcels have both the ordinary and 


public access reductions (45%). Action:  we will ask Bill VanTuinen to check to be sure all is correct.

Storm damage:  there has not yet been a declaration from the State regarding this storm.  We have passed on our 


information to Misty (estimated total damage $35-$40K).  Unfortunately this will need to come from the Roads 


budget for 2010-11 if no declaration is made.  Dale is aware.  Action: none.

Mapping update:  Tom Tippie was in and has the corrections to make on the maps.  He is waiting for an answer back 


from us on 05R.   Action:  noted.
Continuing items:  
Tax bills~  Bill Van Tuinen reports that he will be down in August to do the rest of the work.  Action:  Bill will call him.



  Personnel reviews for all Town employees.  Going over the reviews for Transfer Station personnel tonight.  



Reviews with employees to be scheduled for next meeting.

  Responses from holding tank owners:  Carmel (12U-008); DeWitt (06R-031).

New business:  
Proposal from Coastal Masonry & Contracting, Inc. to repair a section of the brick wall near the basement entry of the church.  George Horne would like approval for the work and to take from fund.  Action:  approval given. 
Other new business:  added to agenda by majority vote.
  Missing card for Blessington property (08R-023).  Action:  Selectmen authorized Mary to request Bob Geaghan go to the property and take pictures and measurements.

  Karen Gamache using tables and chairs from the church 8/21/10.  Action:  approved, the assumption is that Eric Reynolds will not be needing the tables or chairs.
  Letter from Ken Hoffman to Dale Savoie regarding the culvert at the junction of Hoffman’s Way and Indian Point.  Selectmen reviewed their copy of the letter.  Action:  Selectmen asked Mary to contact Dale to have the problem corrected.
Follow ups on old business: (part of added items)
Letter from Bob Trabona, CEO, to Chad Campbell, Chair of the Shellfish Committee, regarding the Morgan and MacRea residences.  He has visited the properties a combined total of seven times and there is no evidences of a septic failure at either location.  He considers the matter closed.  Action:  none needed.
Haddock / Montgomery:  Selectmen received the reply brief from legal counsel in reference to the July 15th brief from the attorneys for Haddock/Montgomery.  Action:  none needed.
MMA - Workers Comp - Notice of Controversy:  another denial of benefits for J Mann.  Action:  none needed.
Other housekeeping items:  Bob updated Mary that the meetings and minutes page is back but unfortunately the history was lost, but he can put up future meetings and minutes.  He is also speaking with his daughter while he is away regarding design of a new website.   Action:  none needed.
Keys to the Town Office:  Bill inquired as to who has keys to the inner offices.  Mary responded that Selectmen, Asst to Selectmen/Treasurer, Town Clerk/ Tax Collector and Deputy, CEO and Custodians; Rick Freeman added the Gallery curator (Claire).  Those are the only ones Mary is aware of.  Bill asked if Dale could have one as he has a hard time getting in to check his folder for invoices and correspondence.  Action:  Selectmen agreed and authorized Mary to give Dale a key.  
Storage of Town records:  We need to determine what to do with the old records and the storage needs.  Discussion ensued about off site storage, sorting of the old records in the closet and cellar and the potential need for a large data destruction (shredder) service.  It was decided that it should be looked at and placed in next years budget.

Marguerite Swift abatement per Commissioners decision.
  Action:  both items signed.

Scheduled Appointments
7:45pm:  Kate MacKay to discuss the Animal Control position.  Our ordinance mainly deals with dogs.  She has spoken with Doug Kulis and asked if he would be willing to offer his assistance, should she need it, to which he agreed.  Kate is interested in animals, her daughter has worked with them in the past at Coastal Humane Society and she is unsatisfied with the way her calls were handled in the past.  Others agreed that there have been response issues.  Discussion ensued regarding nuisances and dogs barking at night as well as whether or not she is supposed to have a deputy for when she is out of town.  The Selectmen responded that they would handle any time she was away.  They also asked if she would be willing to keep the animal for a time versus taking directly to the shelter as some dogs are simply lost and their families are looking all over for them.  Selectmen will authorize the purchase of gloves and a crate or other means to transport the animals, if need be.  Mary will check on certification needs.
Public comment:  none
Executive session:   At 7:55 pm as per MRSA §405.6A to discuss personnel matters. Adjourning at 8:55pm.  They instructed Mary to set up appointments on the 24th with Mark French at 6:45 pm and Jim Coombs at 7:30 pm.

Following executive session the Selectmen reviewed corrections/additions to the job descriptions for the Transfer Station Manager and Attendant that the Solid Waste Management Committee would like approved and implemented.  The Selectmen  made corrections in  areas regarding documentation and education of the public and asked Mary to correct and return to the SWC.  They will approve after corrections have been made.
