The results were good from both the mobile and portable in most areas 


except: North End Rd / Soldiers Pt and the dock which were reachable on back up only; and the ends of Birch Island 

Lane, Chester Lane, Two Dog Lane and Webber Rd which were broken and/ or scratchy.    Action:  The Selectmen 


requested that Mary contact Misty and Brodie to see if they can come to the September 28th meeting to address 


the Board.  If they are available, we will invite the Chief and a couple of members of the Board of the GVFD to 


attend as well.

Boston Cane:  Mrs. Morgan lives in Kennebunkport; is a Georgetown voter.  Mary to call her son Peter but would like 


further clarification of policy on this.    Action:  the cane should be given to the oldest citizen of Georgetown.  The 


cane itself will remain here at the office but taken for the presentation and a plaque given along with a picture.  


Mary will follow up with Rheta Morgan’s family.

Mapping update:  Tom Tippie is awaiting an answer from us on 05R (lots 28&31).  Shall we go without and correct this 


in the next revision?  Action:  Selectmen authorized Mary to contact Tom and have maps done without this 



correction and be put on next years revisions.

Appointment for Animal Control Officer and training info.  Action:  After brief discussion, Selectmen appointed Kate 


MacKay as the Animal Control Officer; authorizing purchase of items to get her started and training classes.  Mary 


to draft letter to Larry Mann, current ACO, thanking him for his years of service as the ACO.

Job description for Transfer Station:  have not heard back from SWC regarding changes requested at last meeting.


  Added:. We received the revised descriptions this afternoon.  Action:  Selectmen reviewed and approved the new 


job descriptions for the Transfer Station Manager and Attendant.
Other old business:  Dolores asked if we had called MeDOT regarding the work left undone.  Bill Plummer will call Bob 
Sidelinger.
  Added:  The RPC met tonight and asked Mary to remind the Selectmen of the upcoming public information meeting on the 13th of September at 7pm at the School.  The RPC and the School Committee would like representatives from the Select board present and their endorsement for the joining of the Georgetown Central School with the Rocky Channels OAS.  There will also be a mailing after the meeting and another public information meeting on October 21st at 7pm.  Action:  The Selectmen gave unanimous support and endorsement.  
Continuing items:  Tax bills~  Bill Van Tuinen reports that he will be down in August to do the rest of the work.  Mary has 


sent an email inquiring about when and also ordered additional property cards, as we are out.  Action:  Bill will call.

  Letter from Jon Hentz requesting a meeting with Board, CEO, Chair of Shellfish Committee, Warden and Amy Fitzpatrick, 
Director, DMR,  in late summer to review Federal and State sanitary mandates and the Town’s procedure for addressing 
the issues.  Action:  after discussion the Selectmen do not feel it is necessary to meet regarding this issue and that 
protocol and procedures are currently in place, and working, to address Jon’s concern.  Mary to draft letter to Jon and 
Shellfish Committee.

  Note from Bronwen Tudor, Chair, TOPMB, regarding well at dock.  Action:  none needed; Bill informed group that this 
was taken care of already.
