7:00PM meeting was called to order and members present reviewed all documents presented to them.  A quorum was confirmed, no regular or alternate members were absent.
The minutes of the JANUARY 13TH, 2010 meeting were tabled.
Board member update/report: There were no new member updates/reports.
Code Enforcement Update/report: There were no new CEO updates or reports.  

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Zoning Map
Still on hold waiting for response from Richard Baker of the Department of Environmental Protection per Arthur Thompson, CEO.
2. Model Cell Tower & Wireless Communication Ordinances Review
This item was tabled and Arthur will be bringing some proposed ordinance drafts in to the next meeting.  

3. Application for a Commercial RV Campground Map 7 Lot 11C Mike Labbe
   The board had previously finished discussing and going through the Labbe Commercial RV Campground application at the January 16th regular meeting with the Commercial Industrial Site Review Ordinance check list.  David Kincaid motioned to accept the commercial application for Michael Labbe, located on Map 7 Lot 11C off from Lake View Drive with the following restrictions/notes; seasonal tenants with have off season storage only, tenants do not have lake access and public boat landing will be given as an option,  parking only allowed on gravel pads and guest parking only, 15MPH will be posted, bath house will be wood sided and painted with an earth tone, all landscaped will be similar to surrounding neighborhood, a natural buffer will be left along the southern boundary which is the stream side and a natural buffer will be left along side the property line of the Alger’s property for privacy, any erosion control plan changes will be brought to the CEO, the campground will be open from 10am to 10 pm, no loud noise will be in park rules and rules will be posted, lights will be shoe box and shielded, roads will have brown pack to minimize dust, and an 24 hour emergency number will be posted.  Carroll Bubar seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Mike Labbe will have his engineer Al Hodgdon bring an updated site plan map for the board to sign their names to at the next meeting.  The board will sign the application form for approval.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Application for a Bath House and Septic System within Shore Land Zoning, Mike Labbe, Map 7 Lot 11C

The board reviewed the Shore Land Zoning application from Mike Labbe for the RV Campground.  A bath house and septic system will be located with in 250’ high water mark of North Pond.  The board reviewed the Shore Land Zone Ordinance, section 15, B, pg 14 and K pg 20 as well as the site map showing where the building (180’ from the pond) and septic system (160’ from Pond & 110’ from the stream)  are proposed to be placed from the high water mark.  Arthur Thompson, CEO and LPI confirmed with the state that the proposed septic system will support the proposed amount of sites in the campground.  Travis Warren motioned to accept the Shore Land Zone application for a RV Campground with the addition to the application and site map that at least one infiltration swale will be installed.  David Kincaid seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
2. Application for Screen Porch & Deck Addition to Map 16 Lot 26-A, Thomas & Tascia Cole

The board reviewed an application from Thomas and Tascia Cole for        
an 8’ x 14’ screen porch and an 8’ x 12’ deck addition to their existing seasonal camp with posts no more than 2’ in height.  The board reviewed the Shore Land Zoning Ordinance section 15, B.  The proposed is 210’ from the high water mark of North Pond.  Bruce York motioned to accept the application.  Yvonne Mitchell seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
