THIS MEETING WAS TAPED AND THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION IS A BRIEF SUMMARY.
The summary of the February 2nd, 2010 meeting was accepted as typed.  
OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Domain Name Registration
Dale has contacted Hanover Computers and left messages with the owner Greg Goulette and is waiting for a response.
2. Copyright Information-Tabled

3. Miller Lane

Karan and Galindo Bloom were at the meeting to ask if the board had heard from Mr. Hastings since sending him a letter informing him about the public easement and leaving the gate unlocked or removing it.  The board explained to the Bloom’s that Mr. Hastings attended the last Selectmen’s meeting and disagrees with the town on where the public easement of the road ends.  The board informed the Bloom’s that this will be looked into after town meeting.
4. Somerset County Budget Committee Info from Ed Finch


The board reviewed information about caucus meeting for the Somerset County Budget Committee and that Ed Finch, state representative is requesting that the board members be present at the meeting.  
5. Boiler Service-Justin

Justin informed the board that he would be bringing in Chris Alves, Heating & Plumbing Contractor to look at the boilers and see if he will do the annual inspections.  
NEW BUSINESS:
1. Copier Draw and Stand

The board discussed adding an extra paper draw to the current copier for 11” x 14” paper.  The AA received a price of $300.00 for the draw and $150.00 for the stand.  The board agreed to the extra draw and price but wanted to know why a new stand would have to be purchased.  The AA will look into it.  
2. Abatement Signatures 

The AA explained that the two abatements had previously been voted on and the paperwork had been signed, but the abatement book has not been signed and needed to.  
3. Carried Forward Sheet Signing 

Dale Churchill motioned to sign the carried forward accounts form for the auditor’s currently working on the audit for FY 2009-2010.  Justin Furbush seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
4. Petition for a Secret Ballot Referendum

Linda French, Town Clerk, received a petition for a secret ballot referendum question.  The question was to amend the current Commercial Ordinance.  Linda had questions about the wording in the petition and the board asked her to check with Maine Municipal Legal Department.  
5. Letter from Oakland Town Manager

The board reviewed a letter the town received from the Oakland Town Manger about the expellant conduct of the town’s fire department at a mutual aid call that they responded to in Oakland.  The board asked the AA to include the letter in the annual town report.
6. CEO Monthly Report

The board reviewed the code enforcement officer’s monthly report.
7. Annual Town Report

a. Selectmen’s Report

The AA asked the board to work on the Selectmen’s report that was past due to be ready for the annual report.  The board discussed topics that would be in the report.  
b. Cindy Marceau’s Report Pages

The board discusses the current system of how the front pages in the annual town report are organized and passed in to be placed in the report. d. Salt & Sand Shed Article

The AA asked the board if they would like to incorporate the account balance that is in the Salt n Sand Shed account into the last payment of the Salt n Sand Shed for this fiscal year.  The board agreed to do so.
8. Executive Session pursuant to MRSA 1 sec 405 (6) (F)-Weapons Background Check

Dale Churchill motioned to go into executive session pursuant to MRSA Section 1 405 (6) (F), confidential records/information.  Justin Furbush seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
