THIS MEETING WAS TAPED AND THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION IS A BRIEF SUMMARY.
The summary of the January 5th, 2010 meeting was accepted as typed.  
OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Domain Name Registration

Dale Churchill had contacted Hanover Computers and was told that Mr. Goulette would contact him. Dale has had no contact from Greg Goulette.
2. Waste Management Stickers

The board reviewed the new waste management back gate stickers with Joni Gould, tax collector.  The residents will be issued a new back gate sticker every year when they register their vehicle and non-residents can receive a new back gate sticker from Nicky at the front desk.  The board has not decided what date this will start. 
3. 220 Lake View Dr. Fence within Town Roadway

The board reviewed a letter from the property owners of 220 Lake View Drive in reference to the property fence that is within road right a way and becomes a hazard while snow plowing route 137.
NEW BUSINESS:
1. Sealed bids for Rescue Truck

The board opened bids received for the bid on the town’s old rescue vehicle.  Dale Churchill motioned to accept the bid from Jacques Pratiras for $1,256.00.  Justin Furbush seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Bid results are available to view in the office.
2. Information on Tonnage Used at Waste Management

The board reviewed information from Waste Management on the tonnage paid for in the 2009-10 fiscal year.
3. Brent Colbry-School Budget 

The board asked Brent Colbry, MSAD #54 superintendent to attend the meeting to help the board with the budget amount for the school district amount. 
4. Road Account Review

The board reviewed the Roads, Bridges, & Culvert accounts for accuracy in the end of the year totals.
5. Linda French, Town Clerk, New Policy for Municipal Elections

Linda French explained the new policy the state has set for Municipal elections.  The new policy would make changes concerning write in candidates.  The board agreed to keep the municipal election the same as always and not change the rules for write in candidates. 6. Supplemental Form Signatures Needed

The board reviewed supplemental for the 2009-10 fiscal year and Dale Churchill motioned to sign the forms.  Justin Furbush seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
7. Request to Represent Smithfield in the Skowhegan Cal Ripken 
League

The board signed the form to allow Smithfield residents to enroll in the Skowhegan Cal Ripkin league, due to the Norridgewock league no longer running and joining with Skowhegan.  The board had previously voted on the matter.
8. 2009 Checkbook Statement Review


The treasurer, Joni Gould gave copies of the yearly checkbook 
statements for the board to review for audit purposes.
9. Copyright Information

The AA informed the board that she spoke with the town attorney and was advised to contact the original owner of the design to find out if she transferred ownership to anyone.  The AA informed the board that she would be able to do that after town meeting in March.
10. Road Complaint

The board received a complaint about an East Pond Road resident plowing the snow from his driveway across the road and causing the road to become narrow almost causing an accident.  The road commissioner investigated the area and agreed that this was being done and has caused a hazardous situation.  The board agreed to have the AA write the East Pond Road resident a letter explaining the situation and ask that he stop creating the issue.
11. Assessing Agent Proposal

Ryan Stinneford, Assessing Agent presented the board with a proposal for a three year contract.  The contract was for three years with a price of $18,200.00 for each year, which would result in no increases for three years.  Dale Churchill motioned to accept the three year contract with Ryan Stinneford.  Justin Furbush seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
12. Building Use Discussion

The board discussed the current building use form and the deposit that can be charge for the use of the building.  The board agreed that if only a meeting room is being used during town hours the deposit is not needed to be used, but a form must be filled.
13. East Pond Rd Tree Removal Estimate

The board reviewed an estimate from Ronald Wilson to remove 75 trees from the East Pond Rd. with in road right a way.  Seventy five percent of those trees are dead and are causing a potential hazard.  The board had been approached by the owners of property where the trees abut.  Justin Furbush motioned to accept the estimate of $7,000.00.  Dale Churchill seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
14. Adjourn and Sign Warrant #28-09

Rick Moore motioned to adjourn and sign Warrant #28-09.  Justin Furbush seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
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
