3.  Letter to Walter Hastings, Miller Lane


 The AA sent out the letter to Walter Hastings as requested by the board their last meeting.  The letter explains that the board was asked to look into the fence at the end of Miller Lane.  The board had the AA contact MMA Legal and was informed that any landowners past the fence must have access through the fence at all times.  The board reviewed the letter sent out.

2. Budget Workshop Spreadsheets & Set Meeting Dates

The AA gave the board spreadsheets of the upcoming budget items and the board set dates for the budget workshops, Budget Committee meeting and the Public Hearing for the budget.
3. Lake View Drive Residents-Community Development Discussion
