     The Smithfield Food Pantry is available to Smithfield Residents that fall within certain income guidelines.  The Government provides the pantry with four quarterly distributions of food, but the pantry is mostly filled with the generous donations of food and needed household items from individuals and organizations.  
     Smithfield Residents are welcome to apply for assistance Monday-Friday at the Town Office located 926 Village Road.  Please call for a time, 362-4772.
The Town Office also provides assistance during the holidays to residents of Smithfield through its donations to the Holiday Fund.  The main focus from this account is during the Christmas Season.  Families that request help are given a Food Basket filled with all the items they need to have a Christmas dinner.  The Children from these families receive; clothing, jackets, ski pants, hats, mitten/gloves, boots, shoes, and other needed items, as well as one or two, as we call them, luxury items.  We also help the parents out with needed items such as coats, boots, and household items.  The fund also helps out with Thanksgiving Baskets, which contains food items for a complete dinner, Easter Baskets for the children, and at the beginning of school, the fund helps with an outfit, shoes/sneakers and school supplies.  The fund also helps out with fuel assistance to Smithfield residents.  
     The 2009 Holiday season was very successful by provided baskets for Thanksgiving and Christmas meals to twelve (12) families and twenty-one (21) children received many items to go under the Christmas tree.
