MINIMUM LOT SIZE ORDINANCE

1.
Minimum Lot Standards
A.  No dwelling unit, including a mobile home is or not in a mobile home park, may be constructed, located or placed on any lot that does not conform to the following minimum area and dimensional requirements, after the effective date of this Ordinance.

B.  Minimum lot size of 80,000 square feet, with no lot line less than 200' in length.

C.  If more than one residential dwelling unit is constructed on a single parcel, all dimensional requirements shall be met for each unit.

2.
Grandfather Clause

A single lot of record at the effective date of adoption of this Ordinance may be built upon even though it does not meet the area and dimensional requirements stated above.

3.
Lot of Record

Lots of record are defined as a parcel of land, a legal description of which, or the dimensions of which, are recorded on a document of maps on file with the County Registry of Deeds.

4.
Amendments

This Ordinance may be amended by a majority vote of the governing body.  The Planning Board shall hold a public hearing on the proposed amendment at least 30 days prior to the meeting, and a notice of the hearing shall be posted at least 10 days in advance in a newspaper of general circulation in the area.

5.
Appeals, Variances, and Enforcement  


Appeals, variances, and enforcement shall be carried out in accordance with the provisions of the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance for the Town of Smithfield which is hereby incorporated by Reference; Section 16, Part G.

6.
Repeal

The previous minimum lot size ordinance, passed June 23, 1975, and its amendments, passed June 4, 1977, are hereby repealed.
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
