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POLICY:  It is the policy of the Board of Licensure in Medicine (Board) that Case Reporters are assigned to specific complaints.  Case Reporters review the specific complaint material in depth and lead the Board discussion regarding the specific complaint.  Case Reporters may also suggest further avenues of investigation and review additional information based on that investigation.  If the complaint is ordered to an Adjudicatory Hearing the Case Reporter will be recused from participating as a sitting and deliberating member of the Board during the Adjudicatory Hearing.    However, the Case Reporter may assist staff and/or the prosecuting attorney in the preparation of the specific complaint for the Adjudicatory Hearing, including conferring with staff and the prosecutor. 


EFFECTIVE DATE:  January 13, 2015

HISTORY:  The Board has historically allowed Case Reporters to be involved in Adjudicatory Hearings.  Upon advice from legal counsel, and after hearing how similar licensing boards in the state function, the Board voted to change the role of the Case Reporter when it involves Adjudicatory Hearings.
